SECRETARY’S REPORT

The minutes for the regular monthly meeting of October 1, 2001 were distributed.  A motion was made by Joanne Cipperly to approve the minutes, seconded by Bruce Kidwell, approved unanimously.

MONTHLY FINANCIALS

Monthly financials for October 2001 were distributed. A motion was made by John Gallagher to approve the financials, seconded by Matt Mosher, approved unanimously.

PRESENT ACTIVITIES

*Adult Basketball

Bruce Kidwell reported that the start of the league was delayed because the team rosters were not ready and properly documented.  The league registration fee is $210 and games will be played Friday nights at 7pm, 8pm and 9pm.  Bruce has established the league rules that will be followed.  The league will consist of six teams that will play ten games with the top four teams making the playoffs.  Trophies will be provided to the top three teams.  All costs of the league are covered by the league fee.

Pick-up basketball for adults will still be available Friday nights from 7:30-9:00pm at the Greenwich School gym.

*Basketball

Matt Mosher reported that basketball practices had started.  We have approximately 250 children participating including 3 on 3 and Hoopkids.  There are ten boys teams and five girls teams.  Both boys and girls have at least one team at each level.  

In the Middle School programs, Phillipsburg is holding a four day tryout for 7th and 8th grade boys November 5-8th.  The Phillipsburg 7th and 8th grade boys tryouts will be held November 12-15th.  Phillipsburg will have their rosters set prior to Recreations need to turn in final rosters to the Community Basketball League.

The Stewartsville School is also planning on having 7th and 8th grade boys and girls teams.  It is not known when their tryouts will be.  They have just begun holding meetings for the team.  

A letter was provided to all 12 and 13 year old recreation participants explaining to them that league rules prohibit dual participation in the CBL and another non-CBL organized team.  If players are paticipating in another team they will not be included in the CBL roster.  If the Stewartsville team is not set by recreation’s December 2nd roster deadline, any player trying out for the Stewartsville team will be assumed to have made the team and will be left off the CBL roster.  Finally, the letter to the 12 and 13 year old participants indicates that depending on participation on the school teams, recreation rosters may have to be changed to ensure appropriate sized rosters are maintained.

MOTION: A motion was made by Matt Mosher to approve four 3 on 3 coaches.  The coaches are; Dominic Esposito, Karen Corman, Mike Boures, and Bob Clarke. The motion was approved by John Gallagher and unanimously approved.

MOTION: Matt Mosher made a motion to spend $900 to use the Stewartsville School gym on Sunday afternoons.  This would allow for the same level of home games as past years and more practice time.  The motion was approved by John Gallagher and unanimously approved.

*Dances

Joanne Cipperly reported that 248 6-8th graders attended the October dance.  There were three guests, two of whom were ex-students.  The DJ will no longer be playing the “Chicken Dance” song due to the childrens reaction. 

*Equipment Shed

Janet Comerford reported Mike Caggiano, of Stone Crossing, donated pinneys, soccer balls, cones, bats and softballs to Recreation.

Team equipment for basketball has been handed out.  Uniforms will be handed out at a later date.

MOTION:  A motion was made to spend $3,000 on basketball equipment.  Bids were received from Schuylkill Valley Sports (Palmer Park Mall), Efingers (Bound Brook), and All Sports (Clinton).  Due to price All Sports received most of the bid.  Matt Mosher seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Janet reminded all Recreation members that all purchase orders must be submitted to her and she will get the bids for the equipment.  Also Greenwich Recreation’s tax-exempt status is on file with Staples, Walmart, and BJ’s.

*Field Maintenance

Kevin Chandlee reported that the turf upgrade was underway at Beatty Road

*Field Hockey

Joanne Cipperly reported that the season has concluded and went well.  They had their end of season party and all but two uniforms have been returned.  There was no Greenwich coaching support this year.

Deb Moser reported there were 323 children and several adults that participated in the Halloween Parade.  First, Second and Third place prizes were awarded for seven different categories.  The police department provided giveaways and the fire department provide hot dogs to participants.

*Ski Club

Joanne Cipperly reported that there had been only a few sign-ups.  The last sign-ups are set for Wednesday, November 7th at the Stewartville School gym lobby.  Since the Ski Club is not a school sanctioned functions chaperones are not needed, supervision is the responsibility of parents.

*Soccer

Rick Gengaro reported that the season was over for all but one Greenwich soccer team.  Gengaro’s senior level team was in the league playoffs with two Harmony teams and a Holy Name team.  The playoff semi-finals and finals will be played on Saturday, November 10th.  The league will provide trophies to the winners.

Gengaro’s team also won the Harmony Soccer Fest Senior Division.

There were three undefeated teams reported, Rick is checking to see if there are any more.  Those reported were Jorlie and Waldt at the Intermediate level and Esposito at the Biddy level.

Fifteen coaches have turned in their equipment. Twelve remain outstanding.  Uniform turn ins are scheduled for 6-7pm Wednesday, Novermber 7th and 9-10am Saturday,, November 11th at Stecker Field.  Matt Mosher will assist Janet Comerford on the 7th and Joanne Cipperly will assist on the 17th.
