SECRETARY’S REPORT

The minutes for the regular monthly meeting of November 5, 2001 were distributed.  A motion was made by Kevin Chandlee to approve the minutes, seconded by Joanne Cipperly, approved unanimously.

MONTHLY FINANCIALS

Monthly financials for October 2001 were distributed. A motion was made by John Gallagher to approve the financials, seconded by Bruce Kidwell, approved unanimously.

PRESENT ACTIVITIES

*Adult Basketball

Bruce Kidwell reported that the league was underway and so far going smoothly.  One official is being used for each game.  There has been one injury where the individual suffered a torn Achilles tendon..

*Baseball    

John Gallagher reported that the Phillipsburg Area Baseball Commission’s (PABC) new by-laws were approved along with a restructuring of the league’s levels.  

If a Greenwich player is selected to participate on the Phillipsburg travelling team and plays on a different travelling team, Greenwich will be fined and Greenwich kids will be banned from all-star play the following year.

The PABC has created a new 7 and 8 year old level that will be instructional with no standings.  This was approved 6-1 by the league board and will require that Greenwich include 7 year olds in the instructional biddy level.  Joanne Cipperly did confirm with league President Dale Cells that 7-year-old we choose can remain in Greenwich’s in-town Pony league.  Rob O’Donnell pointed out that the Baseball Committee needs to get clear guidance out to parents on where and how a child is placed at a particular playing level.

Tee-ball and Pony remain as in-town leagues and the eligibility rule to participate in Tee-ball is the child must by five(5) by the October 1st preceding the season.

ACTION ITEM:  The baseball committee will clarify with the league and determine Greenwich’s rules for players playing up in level by the January 7th meeting.

*Basketball

Matt Mosher reported that the CBL game schedule has been posted on the Internet and Greenwich has only Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday home games.  The schedule for officials has been set and we are looking for people to run the clock.  No major injuries have been reported yet.  

Janet Comerford raised concern that players that were double rostered were getting extra playing time on their second team (an older age group) and then taking playing time away from kids at the double rostered player’s correct playing level.  Matt Mosher explained that there are only three players being double rostered.  They all play on the 11 and under NBA level team and double roster onto a 12 and under team. Without these players double rostering, rather than three teams of 10 (coach requested 10), 9, and 9 players, there would be only two teams of 13 players each and playing time for 12 year olds would be greatly reduced.

At the time of the closing date for sign-ups the original rosters were set at two rosters of 12, but late signups added 12-year-old players and required either third team or refusing late signups.  Adding the third team required double rostering these players up.  Since these three players are helping to support the basketball program, their right to participate at their correct level is not restricted.

Debbie Pasquarelli is still working on the survey to determine the town’s interest in Lacrosse, Football, Wrestling and Cheerleading.

For a wrestling program, the Bloomsbury gym would provide sufficient space, which would be needed from November 1st to March 31st.
