· In talking with Janet we want to have the Pony level involved in a raffle ticket sale.  Need to determine how to proceed.  The Pony level does not have to work the concession stand.

· Observed a Pony level game.  We absolutely made the right choice in setting this level up.  The girls are having a great time and they are getting used to the sport that they will grow into.  I feel that next year the number of teams I will be scheduling in the league will at least double.

· Next steps are to monitor and control the schedule as changes come.  First night already have first rainout.  The game has already been re-scheduled both with the team and the umpire.

· As a result of the very cold weather on the night of the first uniform return the level of returned surveys was low, despite in the case of some teams handing out the surveys prior to that night. In the future, we will plan to provide all teams with copies of the surveys prior to the end of the season. The new policy for returning uniforms through a team parent or the coach is expected to have an adverse affect on survey results. Surveys collected by coaches may contain less honest comments and surveys returned through the mail only will be fewer than current results.

· The only meaningful comment from the survey was that team sizes should be lower. This has already been considered and included in the proposed policies and procedures.
