SECRETARY’S REPORT

Baseball – John Murray Liaison

PABC Meeting of July25, 2002

· The Midget League (11&12) is likely to go to Saturday games next season. They will play a Monday/Wednesday/Saturday Schedule. They are considering having all Saturday games played at one field on a rotating basis. This would provide each organization a chance for all-day concessions, if interested. They will probably play more games and start the season earlier. Lengthening the season schedule on the back end is also under consideration.

· The Biddy League has delayed the coaches meeting on the 7&8 League until September due to expected vacations. They may survey the coaches ahead of time as to the relative success of this level in 2002.

· Fall Baseball was a large topic of conversation. There are (3) Fall League options being considered:

1. Jack Cust League in Flemington-All games at one location.

2. Freemansburg League in PA. -Play against area PA teams.

3. AAU League in Central Jersey-Out of state travel possible, but most games within 45 minutes.

Basketball – Matt Mosher - Chairperson

· The inventory of the equipment was completed July 31st.  It appears that the only new equipment required, other than miscellaneous team needs will be the annual purchase of games balls for each team, smaller 25 inch diameter Junior balls for 3 on 3, and 3 on 3 tee shirts. The actual equipment needs will be provided after signups.

· Signups are planned for Thursday, September 12th and Monday, September 16th  from 6-8pm at the Stewartsville Gym Lobby. 

MOTION: Matt Mosher made a motion to approve the fees charged for Winter Youth Basketball ($60 for CBL, $40 for 3 on 3, $25 for Hoopkids, $30 Snack Stand Buyout, $30 late fee).  Janet Comerford seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.

Gym Time

· Matt Mosher reviewed the available gym time and concluded that there was available time to establish a Greenwich Wrestling Program.

· Due to the addition of Wrestling, additional weekend gym time will be needed.  The new gym requirements are: Stewartsville Gym, Saturday 8am-6pm and Sunday 9-10pm; Greenwich Gym, Saturday 8am-6pm and Sunday 11am-6pm.

· The late use of the Stewartsville Gym on Sunday also includes moving the Adult Men’s league to Sunday night from Friday nights.  If we do not do this we will only use the gym till 6pm on Sunday.

· The estimated cost of the weekend gym time is $16,050. 

Summer Basketball Clinic

· The summer clinic is over.  Of the six weeks scheduled, half of them were rained out.  The weeks that we did hold the clinic, I believe the training was beneficial to the kids that participated.  David Glenn did an excellent job of organizing the sessions and covering the basic basketball skills in the time that he had.  

· Next year, I do not believe we should charge a fee for this clinic.  We are trying to teach basic fundamentals to the kids and they should be encouraged to come and learn for what ever time they have available.  Between vacations and rainouts there were many registrants that participated in only 1 or 2 of the scheduled 6 sessions.

MOTION: Matt Mosher made a motion that the $10 clinic fee paid by the registrants of the Summer Basketball clinic be applied to apply the clinic fee to their winter basketball registration fee due to the large amount of time missed due to weather.  John Gurski seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
