There are a total of 11 teams in the NWJMWL:  Alpha, Belvidere, Blairstown, De Val, Flemington, Greenwich, Hackettstown, Lopatcong, Notre Dame, Pohatcong, Steel Hill

There are a total of 18 weight classes: 46, 49, 52, 55, 58, 61, 64, 67, 70, 73, 76, 80, 85, 90, 95, 102, 110, HWT

Weight certifications are scheduled for November 25 and are being held at the Alpha Fieldhouse.  Certifications will not be allowed after January 1st.

First dual meet is scheduled for Sunday, December 8, 2002.

The home team coaches are responsible for hiring the officials.  Meet officials have to be picked by the coaches by November 12 or the league will assign a league official to your home matches.  The fee for an official is $65 a dual meet.  If we host a tri-meet, we need to hire tow officials at $65 per official.  Officials are to work both Varsity and JV (exhibition) matches.  The coaches pay the officials at the conclusion of the meet.

The league informed us that they are dropping their insurance policy.  Every team has their own insurance so there is no need for the league to purchase a policy.

Two 38’ x 38’ wrestling mats have been ordered totaling $11,907.60.  A 50% deposit has been made to begin mat production.  Balance due at delivery or pick up.  Mat style was available to view at the meeting.  Currently investigating discounted delivery charges or possibly donated delivery service.   There may be a slight problem with receiving the mats in time for the opening week of practice.  Will adjust schedule or plan alternative if this arises.
