SPORTS REPORTS 

Basketball – Matt Mosher Chairperson

· The season is about 40% over for competitive teams and the overall record of the Greenwich teams is 56-19.  Four teams are undefeated; nine of the fourteen competitive teams have strong chance to make the playoff, including all of the girl’s teams.  The girl’s 9-year-old instructional team has begun play.
· Most pictures were held on Saturday, January 18th.  Three teams and wrestlers had to reschedule. All basketball pictures have been taken.
· The snack stand schedule was forwarded to all coaches and the importance of communicating the schedule to parents was reemphasized.
· We had the unfortunate experience of a head coach having to ask to have an assistant removed as a coach.  The GTRC Executive Committee reviewed this situation and the head coach was unanimously supported due to the continuous disturbance created by this assistant.  A letter was sent via certified mail on January 29th.
· We will be holding spring basketball for teams at the 14/15, 12/13, and 9/10 year old levels.  These teams will be registered as AAU teams so that they can play in AAU tournaments.  Once these teams are registered in AAU, they will be fully insured under the AAU policy.  This is included in the cost of registration.  We would look for GTRC sponsorship to allow for use of the school facilities to hold tryouts.  Additionally, we request that GTRC allow these teams to use GTRC basketballs. Other than that, these teams will be fully self-sufficient. 
· Late February meeting, Practice and Tryouts in Mid March.
Softball – Bruce Kidwell Chairperson

· League meeting is scheduled for February 7th.  Sounding like three levels will get defeated.  Field issues in other townships.

· Other league rules will be tightened up.

· Sign ups so far have resulted in the following:

· 25 Midget Level Girls – Two Teams, 12 to 13 on each team

· 48 Biddy Level Girls – Three teams, 16 each, need 8 more to make 4 teams of 14 each.  Could go with 12 but that is too tight considering girls that may quit and pitching needs.

· 42 Pony Level Girls – three teams of 14 each.

· Total girls signed up in 2003 = 115 compared to 129 in 2002.  Down 14 girls.

· Have reached out to Daryl Ricker.  Daryl will be holding clinics for general skills and pitching clinics in mid-late February through March.  Time and dates will be worked out by week ending February 15th and given to Matt Mosher for scheduling gym time.

Baseball – John Murray Liaison

· Registration for 2003 Baseball Season
· Registration for the 2003 season was held on January 11,15 & 18.  268 children registered as of 1/18/03.  In 2002, we had 337 players at all levels.  John suspects that we will have significant late sign-ups.  Player evaluations for draft purposes are scheduled for March 9 & 16 in Stewartsville School Gym.  These are for Biddy 1& 2 and Midgets.  Coaches for 2003 will presented at the March GTRC meeting for approval
· PABC Meeting
· No meeting was held during January; however, the PABC has sent checks to the Jack Cust League to reserve two teams for spring season.  There will be a 10 year-old team and a 12-year-old team from the Phillipsburg area.  The season starts in late March.
· Greenwich Baseball Committee
· The Baseball Committee had its first meeting of the 2003 season on January 20.  Parent Survey feedback from last season was reviewed, along with key actions and responsibilities required for the 2003 season.  Late February will be the coaches meeting.
· Policies and Procedures
· These are being reviewed and updated and will be submitted for the February 18th meeting.
· Senior Babe League
· Bob Lurig of the Phillipsburg Babe Ruth League Indians has asked if they could have use of either Stecker or Bloomsbury Lower for practice this season.  They are looking for 2-3 days per week from 3:30-5:00PM.  They start games May 15.  Practices start March 1.  John has sent Chuck Vitale of Bloomsbury a note requesting this also.  John recommends we allow them to use Stecker Field to demonstrate that Greenwich supports area baseball.
· Rec’ has no problem with the use of the fields, as long as it does not interfere with our games.  Motion was made by Janet Comerford, seconded by Bruce Kidwell and unanimously approved.  Rec’ approved but they must make request to for usage to Township.
· 7th and 8th grade Phillipsburg League
· There will be a Phillipsburg Area 7th and 8th grade team this year.  This is separate from the normal Junior League.  They will play a 20 game season and signups will be held in February.  Coaches Stillo and Rossetti from PHS will coach the team.
· Greenwich School Fields
· The BOE Finance Committee has advised that funds are not in the budget to complete and maintain the 3 new fields at the Greenwich School.  A decision needs to be made whether the GTRC will appropriate funds to cover the completion and maintenance of the 3 new fields.  A list of necessary items needs to be made and costs gathered prior to the next GTRC meeting.  Storage sheds, pitching rubbers and bases are needed.  John is not sure if the player benches have been installed yet.  In addition, funds to cover grass cutting and normal field care are needed.
· Janet Comerford commented that this is not a Recreation decision whether to maintain the fields or not to and must be addressed by the Township committee.  John Murray recommended that these fields should be used for practice requiring less maintenance and capital expenditures for bases etc.
