SPORTS REPORTS BY COORDINATORS

Baseball - John Murray, Baseball Chairperson

· Survey Results for past 2003 Baseball season

· Some of the same feedback at all four levels, Midgets (11-12 yr. olds), Biddy 2 (9-10), Biddy 1 (7-8) and Modified Pony (5-6).

· Need more practice during season.

· Too many games scheduled.

· Same kids on bench majority of time.

· Fair amount of playing time.

· Coaches favoring own sons.

· Instructional Guidelines for 2004 coaches

· Guidelines are being developed for the Biddy 2 Level.  Purpose is three fold, to help inexperienced coach and insure consistency of proper and fundamental skills throughout program. 

· Registration for 2004 season.

· Tentative dates are January 10, 14 and a third.

Softball - Phil Bissonnette Chairperson

· Investigating possible clinics from the DeSales and Lafayette softball programs.


· DeSales cannot run a clinic in town but hold clinics at their facility for nominal fees.
