· Hoop Kids to begin on January 3rd, John Gurski, Tony DiBenedetto and Kathy Eddy are key participants.

· The suggestion of Hoop kids for 5 year olds has been shelved until next season.

· Would need more time to properly organize and publicize.

· List of CBL participants and listing of buyouts has been given to Deb Winters.

· League schedule is not out at this time but due shortly.

Motion:  I make motion for GTRC to support the Warren Warriors basketball teams under the Off-Season Policies and Procedures.  A majority of the boys participating are from Greenwich Township and a large majority of the coaching staff is from Greenwich.  Due to the high competitive level that these teams compete at, out of town players do participate and there are cuts to ensure that they use their own insurance policy, as well as the rental of durable equipment if needed.
