Janet Comerford:

Equipment/Uniform shed:

Baseball/Softball uniforms:

· 17 baseball uniforms have not been returned.
· 3 softball uniforms have not been returned.
Wrestling:

· All of the uniforms have been returned.
· Sing lets have been sent out to Bethlehem Sporting Goods for re-screening
Cheerleading:

· All of the uniforms have been returned.
Basketball:

· 10 uniforms remain outstanding.

Equipment Shed (cont’d):

· Equipment bags have been prepared for 36 soccer teams.  Special thanks to Michele Stillman and Laura Mercado for their assistance.

· Equipment was made available for pickup for coaches on August 10th, but only 14 of 36 picked up equipment.  Matt Mosher will be available for an additional pick-up on August 17, 2003 between 9 and 10 am.

· An emergency motion was needed to approve to approved to purchase material for upcoming soccer and field hockey season.  (The motion was made and accepted via email on July 28, 2003.)  Janet made motion, Matt seconded and it was approved unanimously.

· Soccer was not to exceed $2,200.00 and Field Hockey not to exceed $150.00

· It was determined that amount above would actually need to be $2,400.  A new motion would be needed.  Janet made a motion, Matt seconded and it was approved unanimously.

Field Hockey:

· Janet reported that four registrations for field hockey have been received.  According to coaches, Charlie Henshaw and Amy Sandlin, the program will consist of two teams with each team having two floaters.

Cheerleading:

· Janet spoke with both Deb Moser and Noreen Stansberry regarding winter cheerleading.  Program changes have been proposed and will appear in the newsletter flyer draft for approval.  Deb is resigning as the cheerleading program’s coordinator and Noreen has volunteered to fill the vacancy.  Deb Moser will continue as an assistant.

· Program will be offered to third and up to eighth graders.  There will be two squads to cheer for the Wrestling team and three for Basketball.

· Both Deb and Noreen suggested that squads be reduced to 10 from 18.  It was suggested that a clinic should be offered for Kindergarten to second grade.

Matt Mosher:

· Matt informed the board that Fall Basketball sign-ups will likely be changed to Sept. 15th, 17th and Sept 20th upon the school’s approval.  (Original dates were Sept. 15th, 18th and 20th.)
· Reported that he has received a signed copy of the school’s facility form from the school.  There was a slight change, school will be closed on February 13th, and so dance will be re-scheduled for February 20th.  Matt has not received the form back for the Halloween parade or the winter sports.  He expects them shortly.  Request for soccer fields need to be requested.
· Received the final bill for 2002-03 for school use, which covers $250 for the cleanup of both the sports picnic and basket bingo.  Total cost for the school year amounted to $15,175.00; the outstanding $250 still needs to be paid.
· There was an organizational meeting on Wednesday, August 6th.  Matt is unable to attend.

· It is a mandatory document where parents must commit to acceptable behavior as defined by the Greenwich Township Recreation Commission.  There was a slight correction to presented document.  An updated copy to be presented at September meeting and when it is accepted will be utilized for the fall programs.

· Janet presented to board.  Some slight corrections made.
Community Day:

· Matt reported that committee has asked whether we would hold games.  After discussion, it was decided that we would have only a booth.  Too much interference from equestrian demonstration and carnival type rides.  It will be held on September 20th and Soccer teams can march in parade.
Kids Bingo:

· Susan Esposito has suggested a bingo night for the children similar to Basket Bingo.
