Janet Comerford (President):

Equipment/Uniform shed:

Wrestling:

Basketball:

Field Hockey:

· Kids will have a picture day, with a parent/child game and a party afterwards on October 26th.  Uniforms will be collected on that day.  Pictures will be held until uniform is returned.

Kid’s Bingo:

· Original estimated participants for attendance were 150.  Number of participants has been increasing.  A cut-off of 225 has been established.
· It will cost $100 to rent the Bloomsbury Fire House.
· Janet made motion to increase expenditures from the original $750.00 by an additional $475.00 (includes additional door prizes needed and hall rental), John Gurski seconded, passed unanimously

· On 10/9/03, Janet, Matt and Debbie met with the school concerning clarification of recreation’s tier of school usage, Greenwich School baseball field usage and maintenance responsibilities and communications between recreation and the school.

· MOTION: Made by Bb Hurte to leave the 10 and under as is and to draft at each level each year going forward, seconded by John Gurski.  Yes votes by Joe Cannavo, John Gurski, Bob Hurte and Nancy Schmidt- No votes by Janet Comerford and Debbie Winters – Abstaining matt Mosher.  Approved by majority vote.
· The league has decided upon a 20 minute running clock rather than 6-minute quarters with a stopped clock.
· Evaluations were held on Monday, October 6th.
School Facilities:
