School Communications:

· The four portable basketball systems purchased and donated Soccer goals are now in the Greenwich School’s possession.  Cement blocks used as ballast for the basketball systems were purchased at a cost of $32.  John Howell and road department delivered to school.

· Problem discovered on facility usage billing.  It appears that we were billed extra hours on November 8, 2003 that church was using.  Requesting that school investigate.  The cost of the usage with the $75 overcharge brings bill to $3037.50.
