SECRETARY'S REPORT

Monthly minutes for the July 2004 meeting (taken by Dan Perez) were approved.  Bob Hurte motioned to accept, Dan Perez seconded and all approved.

TOWNSHIP LIAISON REPORT

Brian Visconti, Township Liaison informed the board that the Rec’ Fields project (“Fields of Dreams”) has been cut down to $1.9 million dollars.  Certain concessions were made to reach this figure.  The amount of fields has decreased, i.e.: instead of 3 football fields to 2.  Other field amounts have been decreased while maintaining the original infrastructure.  Another change is having gravel instead of paved for parking lots.   There will be a Capital Projects meeting on August 25th at 7:30pm.  Chris Luke has volunteered to attend.

Dan Perez inquired whether improvements could be made to the existing snack stand at Stecker Field.  We need to expand, install running water, which is a health issue and include grills.  Brian has assured the board that he will bring this to the board.

COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Ciaran O’Brien- Treasurer and Soccer Chairperson:

Ciaran updated the commission concerning TRAYS.  Holland Township, (their representative: Linda Motta) is joining the league.  The hope is that they will contribute Girls teams at the senior, Intermediate level and also the Biddy level.

Old Business:

Tom Decker, Bloomsbury Rec’ Commissioner submitted an invoice for the printing of the Sports Banquet Program.  Discussion was facilitated.  Debbie Winters, Vice President, stated that the money to pay for the printing comes from the sales of advertising.  The question was brought up whether a check from the Banquet Committee had been submitted.  Ciaran O’Brien, Treasurer has not rec’d a check.

New Business: 

· Dan Perez, President, recommended that going forward, that when the board is waiting for a quorum, that a thirty-minute grace period will be observed.  If the minimum of commissioners is not present at that time, the meeting will be adjourned.  Commissioner Chris Luke made a motion, Debby Winters, Vice President seconded, all approved.

· Commissioner Chris Luke recommended a Greenwich Biddy Pre-Season Baseball Tournament, similar to the one held for the Midgets last year.  It should be held the first weekend in April and would need to be approved by the PABC.

· Discussion held concerning the schools desire to raise our usage fees by $15.00. They claim that our utilization has influenced several items on their operating budget.  In addition, janitor wages are being increased.  President Dan Perez has recommended that we communicate with our coaches to use gym time efficiently and wisely.  They have listed electricity, paper products for the bathroom, wear & tear to facilities and the need for additional janitor coverage.  Dan has made it known to the School that the Recreation Commission disputes such claims.  A follow up 

meeting held on August 25th at 7:30pm.  Dan Perez and Chris Luke will represent the Commission.

The Regular portion of meeting was adjourned at 9:10 pm, Bob Hurte motioned, Chris Luke second, all approved.
