PUBLIC FORUM

Bob Clark, President and Scott Parker, Vice President of the Bloomsbury Recreation Commission were in attendance to discuss why soccer fields are not scheduled at the Bloomsbury facility.  Bloomsbury fields are used for practice but not for games.  The have already purchased material to line the fields on game day.  They were never notified that the field would not be used, although the field was used for soccer last 2 years.  The amount of material that they purchased was based on last year’s usage.  Discussion followed, such as moving some games to the Bloomsbury field from the Greenwich field.  Several decisions were made.

· Move four scheduled Saturday games to the Bloomsbury fields.

· Set up the field for both Senior and  Intermediate.

· Ciaran O’Brien will present this to the TRAY organization with the change in location.  It is felt that this would not be a problem.

· Snack stand:  It was decided that Bloomsbury would designate a coordinator for each sport.
· Sports Picnic:  Certain issues occurred, the event was not communicated to some people.  Joe Cannavo suggested that this was due to an error in utilizing the Recreation Data base.
· It was recommended that the people in question would be invited to the this year’s  Sports Picnic.

Ciaran O’Brien- Treasurer and Soccer Chairperson:

· Ciaran spoke about separating Greenwich from the TRAY soccer organization

· There have been scheduling issues

· We could use TRAY as a model for developing our league

· He also suggested that we start soccer earlier and increase the amount of games to 10.

· Another issue that Ciaran suggested was the purchase of 8 Laptop computers.  The purpose would be to cut out manual paperwork and the mistakes that have been incurred due to reading the handwriting on forms.  Another advantage will be to have a unique number assigned to children in the Recreational programs that will follow them through the time of their participation.  Converting a “paperless” registration will stream line the process drastically.

· Have made several phone calls for Cheerleading coaches, waiting for a reply.  Christie Tighe has volunteered as the coordinator
· Dan P. and Debbie W. are looking at putting a snack stand at Beatty’s Road similar to Stecker.  Looking for a volunteer to run a snack stand at Greenwich School.  
· Upgrades to the snack stand at Stecker Field.
· Once snack stand schedules are known, they will be sent to Bob Hurte for posting on website.
John Murray – Baseball Chairperson

· Attended PABC meeting.  It was reported that the Bloomsbury Lower field was in poor playing condition for the Junior League Championship.  The contest was between Lou Del Rosso’s Greenwich team and Pohatcong.

· The field was not raked

· It was not lined

· It was over run by weeds

· Other problems with the Bloomsbury field need to be addressed for next year
· Too many balls are lost due to inadequate backstop.  Typically this is 6-8 during each practice, 3-4 during game.
· Backstop needs to be extended by 10-15 feet or a netting at the top to catch foul balls.
· A gate is needed  from dugouts to go behind backstop
· Snack stand is too far from field and impractical to open

· Discussed raising the cost of registration.  Roy will speak to them about paying $700 to $725 per team
· It was $610 past year.  Schedule includes 14 regular season and 7 during playoff
· Speaking about increasing to 15 games for upcoming season
