Presentation of Jackets to Undefeated Softball Team

· 2005 Greenwich Township Yankees, Midget Soft Ball, Coach Dominick Esposito

· Regular season- 14-0

· Play-offs – 2-0

· Total- 16-0

· Team was given trophies and jackets

· Mayor Brian Visconti gave a few words.

Public Forum

· John Ferrara raised the following points:

· Open Gym

· John is a part of this program.

· Girls Monday and Wednesday

· Boys Tue and Thur at the Stewartsville gym

· Open gym consists of running laps, dribbling, shooting, etc.

· Determine who is coaching

· So far Rick Gengaro, Dave Glen and John Ferrara the 13U teams

· There is a problem concerning a manageable size 13 yr old teams 

· Greenwich must submit teams by November 20th this allows time for additional recruiting.  It might prove to be advantageous to create additional teams to satisfy available coaching situation.

· The program has the following signed up: 11 yr old bracket- 19 kids, 13 year olds –13 kids and 6 kids at the 15 year old age bracket

· 7th & 8th grade girl’s basketball team situation

· At this point, there are:

·  8th grade girls (7)

· 7th grade girls (15)

· Suggestions to balance the squads, recruit girls for the 7th grade teams, creating two teams

· Co roster players for the 7th and 8th grade teams.

· Rick Gengaro brought up the discussion of co-roster for the boys teams

· Debbie Winters, Dominick Esposito, Chris Luke and Rick Gengaro discussed this issue.  The concern involved players (2) if they do not make the Little Liners.  Need contingency plans.

· Rick Gengaro mentions his concern of having three coaches at the same level, U11 and not a proper amount of kids to fill 3 teams.

· U11 has 19 kids, 3 potential coaches

· Two new sign-ups

· Motion made by Chris Luke to waive late fees until Oct 31st, Bob Hurte seconded, motion pass 7 to 1

· Major concern is the parody issue.  Discussion between Chris Luke and Rick Gengaro

·   Dan Perez suggested that coaches recruit and evaluated so that 3 current teams could stay intact.

· Problem surrounds evaluation that was already held.  Reason that there was an evaluation was this level was down to 2 teams as oppose to 3 from previous season.  

· Rick Gengaro feels we could recruit to create 3 teams, and then have a re-draft to establish parody.  Th alternative way would be to evaluate new players by end of Nov.

· John Ferrara feels coaches impacted should be talked to when it is decided to downsize teams. Such as current scenario 

· Tony Maris asked why Greenwich does not have better fields.  He was unaware if this had been addressed.  Assured by the board that this has been in process for 2-3 years.  Wanted to know if there was any organization of supporters, also assured that there has but if he would like to speak up, it would be appreciated 

· It was decided to allow double roster for girl’s basketball. 

Sports Coordinator’s report

Dominick Esposito: Softball & Soccer

· October 2005 Report:

· Program currently has 30 teams.  There are 15 teams at the Kinder Kickers and Little Kickers combined.  The older divisions consist of 15 teams

· There are a total of 175 children at the Kinder and Little Kicker level

· Each team has been scheduled to play 8 games.  There will be no score keeping.  Last game is scheduled for 10/29 and there are no playoffs.   

· Pictures have commenced and we are using two different photographers.  One at KK & LK levels the other at older levels.

· Soccer is at the halfway level.  No reported problems

· Exploring the possibility of offering a winter indoor soccer league.  Len Bilous of Soccer Magic and The Vision Training Camps sponsor it.  The games will be held on either Saturdays or Sundays for 10 weeks and cover U8 to U18.  Games will be played at the Boys and Girls Club in Easton.  It is an Instructional League.  Teams are organized by individual coaches not a REC’ program.  Coaches do paperwork.

· So far, our Greenwich Rec’ teams in the NWJSA is 25wins and 232 losses and 7 ties.

· October 2005 Report:

· Phil Bissonnette and Dominick Esposito are exploring the possibility of joining the Warren County Softball League.  League consists of 14 towns.  They are: Allamuchy, Belvidere, Franklin, Hackettstown, Harmony, Hope, Independence, Knowlton, Liberty, Mansfield, Oxford, Washington Boro and White Township.
· The following is a breakdown of how many teams and in what division to determine the amount of coaches needed.

· The following are the breakdowns:

· 12 MONTH PERIOD: 25 teams @ $25 for 12 months = $1250 this is level that was agreed upon to try first.
