TOWNSHIP ENGINEER REPORT

1. STRYKER’S ROAD
· His office previously completed the design plans for the project, which was submitted, to the NJDOT on June 1, 2005 to meet the deadline, which was placed upon the Township by the NJDOT.  It is important to note that since the project will be jointly bid with Warren County in the Spring of 2006, we have not done any project specifications at this time.  This work will be coordinated with the County prior to the bidding of the project in 2006.  We have been in recent contact with the County Engineering Department and will continue to move forward regarding the coordination of the bidding of this project and the preparation of project specifications.

· He has been in recent contact with James Harding, NJDOT District I Region Manager, regarding the joint bidding and contractual procedures associated with the Township and Warren County jointly bidding this project.  Mr. Harding indicated that the procedure is fairly straight forward and he would be forwarding me all the necessary paperwork and supporting documents required by the NJDOT for a jointly bid project.  At this time, it appears that the County will be the lead agency from a contractual standpoint.  If that is indeed the case, the Township and County will need to enter into an Interlocal Agreement regarding the funding and contractual responsibilities of each entity.

· It is important to note that the design of the reconfigured traffic signal to facilitate a four-way signal at Dumont Road/Route 519/Rath’s driveway has been completed by Lublanecki Engineering Inc. and His office.  The plans for the traffic signal have been previously forwarded to the County for their review and have been approved.  The County has recently forwarded the plans to the NJDOT for their approval of the reconfigured traffic signal.  We will continue to work with Walt Lublanecki, P.E. (the Township’s Traffic Engineer who also designed the existing traffic signal for the County) and the County Engineer’s Office regarding this matter.  At this juncture, we suspect we are very near the point at which we will have secured the NJDOT’s approval for the signal.

· Please note that the current design plan which was submitted to the NJDOT includes both a left turn at Stryker’s Road onto CR 519 North and a relocated “exit-only” driveway from Rath’s Deli to a reconfigured four-way traffic signal directly across from Dumont Road.  This design was the culmination of numerous meetings and reviews by the Warren County Engineering Department.

2. FUTURE DEDICATIONS

· Wyndham Farm

· This litigation has now been settled and the project and associated improvements are covered under the maintenance bond as per the settlement agreement between the Township and MRC.  His office is still involved with this project from an overall administrative standpoint with regards to such items as sinkhole remediation, tree replacement and other bonded improvements.

· There have been some recent sinkholes within the development which have not been properly and expeditiously remediated by M. Rieder.  We have finally been successful in having M. Rieder’s contractor, B&L Excavating, resume work towards the final remediation of a number of sinkholes.  The primary “problem” sinkhole existed at 500/502 Dori Place.  The excavation work has been completed and the sinkhole area has been grouted.  The excavation area still needs to be backfilled to finished grade, but the majority of the remediation work has now been completed.  We expect the final backfill and restoration of the area to occur by the beginning of next week.  M. Rieder’s contractor will continue to work on the other sinkholes within the development until they are satisfactorily remediated.

· The maintenance bond for the majority of the site improvements (excluding sinkholes) will expire on March 15, 2006.  It is very important for the Township to develop and forward a maintenance bond release punch list to M. Rieder and their bonding company in advance of the expiration date of the maintenance bond.  Since the bond will be expiring in March, His office would need authorization to proceed with the required inspection work immediately.

3. GREENWICH STREET BIKE PATH, PHASE I

· The construction phase of the project is now 100% complete.  The final outstanding item was the installation of 14 shade trees along Greenwich Street adjacent to the bike path which was recently installed.  We have previously developed and forwarded the final NJDOT close-out documents for the project via correspondence, dated September 7, 2005, which should secure

 the balance of grant monies ($42,520) due the Township for this project.  

4. GREENWICH STREET BIKE PATH, PHASE II

· This project is also now 100% complete.  His office recently forwarded, via correspondence dated December 27, 2005, all required NJDOT closeout documents.  We anticipate that the final closeout documents will be approved and the Township will be receiving the balance of grant monies due them on this project which have been calculated to be $41,910.25.  Please note that a considerable amount of his inspection fees ($6,541.00) were able to be included within the eligible reimbursable in order for the Township to maximize its allotment on this particular grant award.  
5. SOUTH MAIN STREET SIDEWALK EXTENSION PROJECT

· The pedestrian bridge crossing the Merrill Creek was placed on October 11, 2005.  

· This project is also now 100% complete.  His office recently forwarded, via correspondence dated December 23, 2005, all required NJDOT closeout documents.  We anticipate that the final closeout documents will be approved and the Township will be receiving the balance of grant monies due them on this project which have been calculated to be $25,000.00. 
· NEW JERSEY STATE STORMWATER MANAGEMENT REGULATIONS

· The regulations have been long-since adopted and were effective as of February 2, 2004.  The Township had previously received their Municipal Storm water Regulation Program Requirements package from the NJDEP.  We have received the approved storm water general permit from the NJDEP.  The permit # is NJPDES: NJG0153842/PI ID#: 198015.  The Effective Date of Permit Authorization (EDPA) is April 1, 2004.
· Joe Nalio from his office has been working on the various aspects and details associated with the implementation of the requirements of the storm water management regulations.  In that capacity, Joe has developed a manual for the Township DPW’s use in conjunction with their reporting of the various tasks they are responsible for as per the new storm water management regulations.  Joe Nalio has met with both Kimberly Viscomi, Township Clerk, and John Howell, DPW Superintendent, in an effort to review the manual and discuss the implementation of the regulations and the Township’s responsibilities for same.  Joe and I will continue to coordinate with both Kim Viscomi and John Howell as we continue to move forward towards the ultimate compliance with this permit and the new SWM regulations.

6. NEW FIRE HOUSE

· His office has completed considerable work on the Site Plan development phase of the project.  When we are authorized by the Township Committee to resume work on the project, we will continue to coordinate with Tom Kocubinski’s office regarding the development of the construction drawings and overall project bid package.  We are well over 80% complete with the design work associated with the Site Plan development phase of this project.  At this 

juncture, His office has ceased work on the project until the budgetary issues associated with the entire project have been resolved.  Based upon the action of the Township Committee to reserve a 20 Ac. exception area, the fire house will be situated within this 20 Ac. portion of the property.

7. GREENWICH STREET SIDEWALK EXT.:  DAY CARE CENTER PROPERTY
· He was pleased to report that this section of sidewalk was completed as an extension to the Greenwich Street Bike Path, Phase II project as per the Committee’s approval at the November 10, 2005 meeting.  The costs for this additional work have been included within the vouchers and change orders for the Greenwich Street Bike Path, Phase II project.  The Township was to be reimbursed by the property owner for this work.  The Township Committee may wish to consider authorizing the Township Attorney to inquire and/or request payment from the property owner via a formal correspondence from the Township Attorney’s office.

The Township Committee authorized Attorney DiMarco to write a letter to the property owner requesting reimbursement.

8. TOWNSHIP RECREATIONAL COMPLEX (HAMLEN PROPERTY)
· The Township Committee authorized his office to proceed with the design work associated with the new Township Recreational Complex at the August 18, 2005 Committee Meeting and as per his August 16, 2005 Memo to the Committee.  Should any Members of the Township Committee have any questions regarding the scope of work in question, he recommended that they refer to his Memo, dated August 16, 2005, which details and outlines the various engineering design services, including the preparation of contract bid documents in conjunction with this project.

· His office continues to work on the design of the subject improvements and is approximately 50% complete.  He will continue to proceed on the design phase of the project and keep the Committee apprised of the status of same on a monthly basis.

9. TOWNSHIP RECREATIONAL COMPLEX (GREEN ACRES LOAN)
· Per a request from Committeeman Greg Blaszka, his office performed some research regarding the Township reapplying for a second round of funding through Green Acres on this project.  He spoke with Cecile Murphy at Green Acres regarding the procedure, timing, submission deadline, etc. associated with an additional round of funding.

· The Township needs only to submit a letter of request to secure any additional components of funding.  The deadline for submitting the request to her for 2006 funding is February 15, 2006.  His office has drafted a request letter which we will soon be forwarding to Mayor Kanyuck for his signature.

10. PHILLIPSBURG REGIONAL WASTEWATER MANAGEMENT PLAN (WMP)

· His office has been requested to partake in a collective and joint venture with the other adjacent sending municipalities (Pohatcong, Lopatcong and Alpha) to develop new and current municipal WMPs.  He is working with Sewer Engineer Joe Pryor, they will be updating and revising the Township WMP to reflect the new wastewater conditions subsequent to the adoption of the  new Master Plan.  The Township has until June 7, 2006 to prepare and submit an “approvable” WMP to the NJDEP.

· A joint meeting between all parties was held with the NJDEP on Wednesday, October 26, 2005 in Trenton to discuss the details and timeframes associated with the individual municipalities completing their WMPs and subsequently, the Town of Phillipsburg submitting a regional WMP.  The Town of Phillipsburg has until March 7, 2007 to submit a regional WMP to the NJDEP.  This effort and the tasks in question are somewhat of a continuation of the regional WMP work was started a few years ago, but was abandoned shortly thereafter.

11. 20/20 HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN

· His office has been working closely with Kim Viscomi, Chief Guzzo and Fire Chief Mecsey on the development of this plan as required by FEMA.  Jim Daley from his office has been the primary contact person developing the various maps and other supporting documents as requested by Ms. Viscomi and as required in conjunction with the development of this plan.   At this juncture, this work is approximately 90-95% complete.  Once the plan is completed, the final document will be forwarded to Ms. Viscomi and the Township. The plan has become quite voluminous and has required a significant effort by his office to complete.  The Township will be very satisfied and pleased with the final product.

12. 2005 TAX MAP UPDATES

· His office has recently completed the 2005 tax map updates for the Township.  Eloise Hagaman, Township Tax Assessor, had supplied his office with the required update information.  The revised tax maps have been recently forwarded to Eloise Hagaman and Warren County.  The Township has also been provided with additional copies for their own use and reference.

Committeeman Blaszka read statement for the minutes        

“There appears to be a misunderstanding on how the election of the mayor occurs in Greenwich. I can assure you all that in my last four years, going thru the reorganization process, that turns were never discussed. As a matter of fact, in my first year it definitely was not discussed.  I can however concur that it is a democratic process where by each person at the caucus has his or her own opinion why some one should or should not be Mayor or Deputy Mayor.  No one has the given right to become Mayor or Deputy Mayor just because they are on the committee or because they think they are entitled to it.  I believe a person must earn that right as measured by the other committee members.  

In my personal and business life I try to live up to 3 main principles.  These 3 principles are just one of my measuring sticks in my determination on who should be Mayor and Deputy Mayor. I believe every candidate has some degree of these principles. 

First is integrity -. Integrity demands honesty and candor (openness of speech without conceal or disguise)   which must not be subordinated to personal gain and advantage. Within the characteristic of integrity, allowances can be made for innocent errors and legitimate differences of opinion; but integrity cannot co - exist with deceit or subordination of one's principles.  Openness of speech requires the ability to communicate with all members of the committee just not in front of the public but outside the committee meetings. Not just with those who support your views but for all.  As I recall from my first month as being Mayor, I stated that if we fail to communicate we will make mistakes , and when we do it is best that we look to improve rather than look to condemn.       

The second is competence - One is competent only when he or she has attained and maintained an adequate level of knowledge and skill and applies that knowledge effectively. Competence also includes the wisdom to recognize the limitations of that knowledge and to seek consultation from others more qualified.  In terms of the township committee it’s not just what you have gained on the committee but what you have gained thru your business and other personal experiences. Part of that competence is also to leverage the strengths of those on the committee in conjunction with our professionals to be able to come to a consensus for the betterment of the community.    

The third is Fairness and Respect – Fairness and respect go hand in hand where you treat others in the same fashion that you would want to be treated (the Golden rule). One must show respect to the oath of the office that you hold, to the individual who holds that office, to our professionals and to our volunteers.  

In addition to the above I also look at on how the person is willing to compromise. The art of compromising is an essential trait. To compromise, each side surrenders to position that each is trying to attain. There are no winners or losers. What we have is an agreement to move forward once again for the betterment of the community. 

I view the “lets take a turn policy “as being absurd. The office of the Mayor and deputy is too an important position to rely on that method. I further do not condone those who try to seek support by taking the position “that if you do not elect me, I will make it difficult for you.  Those who go down that road   only hurt you the resident by keeping the town from moving forward and causing the town to incur unnecessary costs. I will, to the end of my appointment challenge those who are opposed to the democratic process. In closing there is a democratic process in place-- however unfair some may see it but it is a democratic process, and I will support that process until another democratic process takes place to change it.”

EXECUTIVE SESSION RESOLUTION
