The Township Committee of the Township of Greenwich held a budget workshop  meeting on the above date, with the following members present:  Deputy Mayor Dominick Esposito, Committeeman Greg Blaszka, Committeeman Joseph Gurneak, Chief Financial Officer Gregory Della Pia, and Township Clerk Kimberly Viscomi.  Absent:  Committeeman Guy Fleming – Arriving at 7:45 P.M. Mayor Pasquarelli

The SUNSHINE LAW was read as follows:  “Adequate notice of this meeting was given in accordance to the Open Public Meetings Act by:  1.  Mailing a schedule of this meeting of the Township Committee to the Phillipsburg Free Press, Express-Times and Newark Star Ledger newspapers,  2.  Posting a copy thereof on the Township bulletin board, and 3.  Filing a copy thereof with the Township Clerk.”

The purpose of this meeting is to conduct a budget workshop for preparation of the 2002 municipal budget and any other business that is properly brought before the Committee.

CFO Della Pia informed the Committee that an Index Rate Ordinance will be introduced for first reading at the Township meeting scheduled for February 21, 2002, with adoption at the March 21, 2002 meeting.  

CFO Della Pia discussed with the Committee the financing of the Road Dept. truck.  He informed that previously it was decided to go with the leasing option of the truck.  The leasing option calls for a five- year payout in arrears, which will require us to make a payment every September of $21,032.  The interest rate is 5.5%.  Instead of financing equipment this way he recommended bonding the equipment, which gives us a ten year period to pay it, which will save us approximately 6,000 in interest.  If we float a bond anticipation note to pay for the vehicle, we will not have to make a capital pay down until next year.  

CFO Della Pia discussed with the Committee changing the format of the vouchers that the Township is presently using.  He stated that the voucher should be more defined as to the charges and coding associated with the invoice.

Mayor Pasquarelli informed that the Township was awarded for the Playground grant $10,000. Along with our match of $10,000 and out of pocket expenses for a project cost of $22,000.

The Committee discussed the anticipated revenues for the Construction Code Fees.  It was decided to increase the anticipated revenue for 2002 – 300,000

Police Dept. – discussion regarding hiring an additional police officer at an entry level position.  

The Committee reviewed the budget line items for general government

Clerk’s budget discussion regarding cutting expenses for Atlantic City.  Discussion regarding the employees that have previously attended.  Mayor Pasquarelli suggested that a list needs to be provided to the Committee as to who will be attending and reviewed by the Committee for approval.  Committee discussed scaling down the Christmas Dinner to a Christmas Luncheon for the employees.  Decided not to have the Volunteer dinner. Approved the cell phone rental for the Clerk.  Budget for 2002 - $46,300
