TOWNSHIP ENGINEER

1. STRYKER’S ROAD
· Engineer Finelli informed that he attended two (2) recent meetings with various parties involved with this project.  On February 24, 2005, he met with Jim Harding, NJDOT District I Region Manager, and two (2) other DOT representatives to review and assess the status of the Stryker’s Road project and discuss the ramifications of the Township not proceeding with the project on an expeditious basis.  On March 8, 2005, he met with Dave Hicks, Warren County Engineer, and Jim Harding and two (2) representatives from the NJDOT to discuss the potential timing of the construction of the County bridge (over the Lopatcong Creek) with the Stryker’s Road Reconstruction project within Greenwich Township.  It has been made very clear to him that the Township must proceed with the design of the project or the NJDOT will revoke the Township grant monies which have been previously allocated for this project.  The NJDOT has agreed to give the Township until June 2005 to complete the design and develop construction and bid documents.  If the bid documents are submitted by June 2005, the NJDOT has agreed to allow the project to be advertised for construction in the Spring of 2006 so as to better coordinate with the County’s work on the bridge replacement project.  If this work is not completed, the NJDOT has threatened to revoke our grant monies for this project.  

· The Township Committee should be aware that the total grant award (three separate grants) for the Stryker’s Road project totals $478,000.00.

3. 2005 LIVABLE COMMUNITIES GRANT

· He advised that his office completed the 2005 Livable Communities Grant Application and forwarded copies of the application to the NJDEP in September, 2004.  The grant application was for $200,000.00 and is related to recreational facility improvements at the various park/recreation areas within the Township.  He does not anticipate hearing from the NJDEP relative to any potential awards until sometime in early 2005.  To date, he is unaware of any grant announcement or award.

4. HAMLEN PROPERTY:  SURVEY & GREEN ACRES APPLICATION
· The Township Committee has recently determined that the Township would include a 20 Ac. “tract” and a 50 ft. wide access strip as specific exceptions to the overall 114 Ac. parcel.  His office has completed the boundary survey and forwarded a final draft of the survey to Kim Testa of Green Acres for her review and comment.  He has received some preliminary comments from Kim Testa and have incorporated her recommendations into the survey plan.  At this juncture, he believes that the survey is complete and meets all Green Acres survey requirements.  He will continue to coordinate with Attorney Jost regarding the submission of the boundary survey for this parcel in conjunction with the Township’s pending closing.

· He has recently completed the installation of the required concrete monuments at the perimeter property corners of the parcel per Green Acres requirements.

· As previously authorized, his office has completed the development of a Green Acres application relative to the development of the property into a recreational facility.  The application was submitted on February 15, 2005.  He will continue to keep the Committee apprised relative to the status of this application.

5. GREENWICH STREET BIKE PATH

· The construction phase of the project (Phase I) has been stopped for the winter and will resume in early Spring.

· At the December, 2004 Committee Meeting, his office was authorized to proceed in developing the construction and bid documents for Phase II of the Bike Path project based upon the Township’s recent award of an additional $100,000.00 grant for Phase II.  His office is in the process of developing the necessary construction and bid documents for Phase II and will keep the Township Committee apprised of the progress of same.

6. SOUTH MAIN STREET SIDEWALK EXTENSION PROJECT

· As previously authorized, his office has been expeditiously proceeding with the final components of the design phase of the project.  The construction plans have been completed and the project has been advertised.  The bid opening for this project is scheduled for March 24, 2005.  It is his understanding that Kim Viscomi has scheduled a Special Meeting for the last week of March so that we can award the contract for this project.  He advised that the timeline that has been established by the NJDOT for this project requires the Township to award the contract by March 31, 2005.

7. NEW JERSEY STATE STORMWATER MANAGEMENT REGULATIONS

· The regulations have been adopted and were effective as of February 2, 2004.  The Township had previously received their Municipal Stormwater Regulation Program Requirements package from the NJDEP.  His office, on behalf of the Township, forwarded the completed Request for Authorization (RFA) form and Grant Application to the NJDEP on March 2, 2004.  He has received our approved stormwater general permit from the NJDEP.  The permit # is NJPDES: NJG0153842/PI ID#: 198015.  The Effective Date of Permit Authorization (EDPA) is April 1, 2004.  The Township is now “on the clock” relative to compliance with the new regulations.  The first step will be to adopt a Stormwater Management Plan within one (1) year of the effective date of the Township’s permit from the State or April 1, 2005.
· Greenwich Township has been designated as a Tier A municipality which requires some additional and expedited responsibilities versus Tier B municipalities.  It is his understanding that the Township has budgeted some monies for 2004 within the general municipal engineering line item in order to facilitate the initial stages of compliance with these regulations.  The Township Committee previously authorized his office to commence work on this project.  He will keep the Committee apprised as we move forward with the development of the Stormwater Management Plan.
· His office has recently received a Fiscal Year 2005 grant application from the NJDEP associated with another round of funding associated with the Stormwater Management Plan development and implementation process.  He would strongly encourage the Township to proceed in submitting this application.  The State has allocated $6 million for this grant program.  He recommended that the Township authorize him to complete this application and that Mayor Visconti be authorized to sign the grant application.

8. WASHINGTON STREET WEIGHT LIMIT RESTRICTION

· His office has completed the work associated with making an application to the NJDOT for approval of this proposed weight limit restriction.  The cover letter and supporting documentation were forwarded to the NJDOT via letter dated October 7, 2004.  All members of the Township Committee previously received a copy of our correspondence and supporting report.  Please refer to the October 7, 2004 report for any additional details.

· His office received a letter from the NJDOT, dated October 21, 2004, which indicates that our request for a weight limit restriction on Washington Street is being processed and the request will be investigated “within the earliest timeframe possible.”  To date, he has not received any official correspondence from the NJDOT regarding this request.

9. NEW FIRE HOUSE

· His office continues to work on the Site Plan development phase of the project and he continues to coordinate with Tom Kocubinski’s office regarding the development of the construction drawings and overall project bid package.  He is well over 50% complete with the design work associated with the Site Plan development phase of this project.  Based upon the action of the Township Committee to reserve a 20 Ac. exception area, the fire house will be situated within this 20 Ac. portion of the property (ref. report item #4).

10. D’ANGELO PROPERTY:  BOUNDARY SURVEY
· His office had been previously authorized to prepare a certified Green Acres Boundary Survey (including monumentation) for the D’Angelo properties located on New Village Road and in accordance with our fee estimate, dated August 19, 2004.  The field work has long since been completed and the survey has been solved.  Until recently, he has been previously unable to complete the boundary survey map due to the McGann/D’Angelo lot line adjustment application.  This application was heard by the Township Planning Board at their February 9, 2005 meeting where the Minor Subdivision Application was approved.  Additionally, Attorney Edleston prepared a Memorializing Resolution which was also approved at the February 9, 2005 meeting.  The deeds perfecting the Minor Subdivision Application have now been filed and his office has subsequently been able to complete the D’Angelo boundary survey map.  He will continue to coordinate with both Attorney Jost and the Township Committee relative to this matter.

11. 2006 NJDOT TRUST FUND GRANTS
· As discussed with the Township Committee at the February 17, 2005 Township Committee Meeting, his office has been authorized to proceed with the development of two (2) applications for this year’s program.  The first application will be for a sidewalk extension along Dumont Road and the second application will be for a resurfacing of the entire length of Beatty’s Road.  Two (2) separate applications can be submitted since the projects in question are funded through different programs within the NJDOT Trust Fund Application program.  

Committeeman Marchetta made a motion, seconded by Mayor Visconti authorizing Mayor Visconti and the Clerk to sign the 2006 NJDOT Trust Fund grant application for the sidewalk extension along Dumont Road and the resurfacing of the entire length of Beatty’s Road.

12. WATER TOWER ROAD DRAINAGE DITCH
· His office has performed a field inspection of the Watertower Road drainage ditch behind the homes along Washington Street.  His office met with John Howell on Tuesday, January 11, 2005.  His office found no evidence that stormwater has breached the berm of the drainage ditch as reported.  It was our recommendation that to alleviate any possible future problems, the ditch should be deepened and the dead trees and brush should be removed from the ditch.  In conjunction with our inspection, he observed what “appeared” to be a sinkhole in a septic bed below the drainage ditch.  However, he finds no evidence that the drainage ditch contributed in any way to this situation.  His office has reviewed our recommendations for cleaning the ditch with John Howell.  The Township Committee authorized the Township DPW to proceed with the required repairs to the drainage ditch at their January 20, 2005 meeting.
13. WEIGH STATION CONSTRUCTION IMPACT ON NEW VILLAGE ROAD 
· It has been brought to his attention that portions of New Village Road have experienced some level of degradation caused by the construction of the new bridge over Route 78.  He hopes that the NJDOT, through their contractor, Railroad Construction, would make all necessary repairs to the roadway upon completion of all work associated with the bridge replacement.  The Township Committee may wish to consider an independent inspection of New Village Road in an effort to develop a punchlist of repair items which the NJDOT should be held responsible.  It is important to consider that New Village Road is a municipal roadway with the responsibility and cost for future maintenance to be born by the municipality.  Therefore, he feels it is important for the NJDOT to return the roadway to the Township in an acceptable condition.

· At the February 17, 2005 Township Committee Meeting, the Committee authorized his office to send a letter to the NJDOT making them aware of the Township’s concerns relative to the degradation to New Village Road and to alert them to this matter in order to properly document the situation in question as well as to request confirmation from the NJDOT regarding their intent to restore the roadway to its original condition.

EXECUTIVE SESSION RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, Section 8 of the Open Public Meetings Act, Chapter 231, P.L. 1975, permits the exclusion of the public from a meeting in certain circumstances; and


WHEREAS, this public body is of the opinion that such circumstances presently exist.
