Gary Hill Captain of the Greenwich Township Emergency Squad -distributed to the Township committee proposed draft copy of their standard operating procedures in response to the United States Homeland Security alert level changes.  He informed the Township committee that the ambulances will stay within the Township or would assist other municipalities in response to a national emergency.

Thomas Andrews of 328 Greenwich Street – Contractor  - informed the Township committee that a rumor was being circulated that the Township building department was being dissolved.  He stated that this would be moving backwards instead of forward.  He informed that the state already has too much to do.  He informed that having the state inspectors come out and do an inspection is very hard to obtain.  It takes double the time to have an inspection vs. the service that they've receive from the Township building department.

Steve Haberl  - 202 Curtiss Court / Contractor-informed the Township committee that he too has dealt with the state inspector and has had trouble with them getting to the jobsite for an inspection.  He has worked in various towns throughout the area and has also had this problem with the state in getting inspections.

John Howell – Employee of Greenwich Township – informed the Township committee that he is appalled that the building department employees had to find out of the possibility that this department was being dissolved from outside sources.  They should have been told prior to this meeting of the pending action.

Michael Campion of 764 Jackson Road – He stated that the Township Inspector came out to his residence in a timely manner.  He stated that the State Inspectors are not good.  

 Mark Fiornacari of Harmony Township who is also the part-time building and sub code official for Greenwich Township.  He stated that he lives of Harmony Township and has also had to deal with the state inspectors.  He informed that the inspections took extra time to receive.  He stated that the fees that are paid from the permits pays for the salaries of the employees.  It does not cost the Township any money to run this department.  He stated that the state is not easy to deal with and that the state agencies do not want to take over any more towns.  He stated that keeping the building department in the Township would be in assets to the residents.  He informed that he works part time for Pohatcong Township as a part-time building inspector.

Chip Pfeiffer of Beacon Street – informed the Township committee that he has lived in Stewartsville for the past 20 years.  His opinion is that it should stay the way it is.

The Warren County Board of Health notified the Township and a decision was made to take a proactive step initiated for homeowners to get information and have their well tested.  Last week the County went door to door to explain to the residents this procedure to the residents and address any concerns.  The County will be monitoring the results that come back from the water testing to determine the source and direction of the water flow.  Committeewoman Emiliani also noted that the gaslights in front of the resident homes in the development are a concern.  She stated that some of the lights are broken and the residents are not aware to shut off the gas if they do not want to replace the mantle.  She stated that notification would be sent to the homeowners.

Committeewoman Pasquarelli informed that they have not had any new applications to the planning board for any development.  Currently, on the books in terms of approval projects, is one residential project.  The residential project is Brian Estates, which has 23 lots which is anticipated he will be putting on the market soon. There also is the last pad of the new shopping center located next to Lowe’s. Home Improvement Center. This pad will include Pier I Imports.

Municipal Planner

Committeewoman Pasquarelli informed that Mayor Blaszka had made a recommendation to the planning board that we form a subcommittee to look at affordable housing obligations for the township, which the planning board did. She informed that one of the questions that was raised at the planning board meeting what our objectives were of that subcommittee of the planning board,  and she also raised the point how it fits into what else we are doing on the township committee level. She stated she would like to raise the point that we need to clarify what the different roles and how this would fit together in what the governing body would do, what our COAH Resident Advisory Committee, and also what the planning board roles would be. She stated that the roles would need to be clarified to give specific direction to the planning board. Mayor Blaszka stated that when he asked the experts, which included the Township Attorney and the Township Engineer the question is what comes to issues such as COAH how or what form should this be addressed.  He stated what happens is when we are discussing COAH it always comes down to there may be zoning changes, which are addressed by the planning board.  If the planning board determines that it is okay, and if there has to be changes then the governing body has to by ordinance make the changes.  The experts opinions is that the planning board subcommittee address the initial issues which includes the Mayor and Committeewoman Pasquarelli if changes need to be made recommendations will be made to the entire Committee.  He stated that he inquired from the experts if we take it to the planning board side we do have a COAH Committee on the town Committee side we can have them involved and the answer from the experts was no that we should not do that.    Committeewoman Pasquarelli questioned if he was recommending that the planning board drive the process.  He stated that was the opinion of the experts. He stated most of the time the issues will be on the planning board side.  Committeewoman Pasquarelli stated that maybe for right now this is how we work it and then maybe later that will change.  Committeewoman Pasquarelli stated we are looking to hire a municipal planner, she informed the she has someone identified the she would want to recommend to the Committee however, she has delayed in recommending the appointment of the planner until the Committee finalizes the budget.  She stated that also we are awaiting notification from the state regarding the grant application that was filed last year, for the Smart Growth grant which was to be utilized for helping the Township pay for this.  She directed the Township Engineer to inquire as to the status of this grant.  She asked the Mayor if this planner was going to be doing both the COAH and Township planning.  He stated that the subcommittee is going to make that decision, he stated he did not envision this to be the same.  He stated that he would prefer to have a planner who is an expert in both COAH and municipal planning.  He informed that he spoke with Phillipsburg regarding their planner and their recommendation was Caroline Neighbor.  Committeewoman Pasquarelli stated that it was very important to have this discussion because it is a major policy issue.  She stated that there are a lot of planner's who say they can do everything and are not experts in both COAH and municipal planning.  She asked the Township Engineer to explain the difference of an Engineer with the planning certificate vs. professional planner. Finelli stated that there are engineers who also have a planner's license who can do the rudimentary planning work and is capable to testify and so forth, the real planner is someone who has an education in planning, who has a degree in planning and there is some very key initials after their name AICP (American Institute Certified Planners).  Committeewoman Pasquarelli stated we know there is going to be something that will come before the planning board, she stated she anticipates that the planning board will request major zoning changes.  She stated that when this time comes she would like to have someone who has the education and background.  She suggested that the Township Committee formulate what the subcommittee role will be, and what element the planning board will have in participation.  

Weigh Station Update

Committeewoman Pasquarelli informed the Township Committee that a public relations media campaign is underway opposing the weigh station.  Monday night a meeting is scheduled with a coalition of interested parties to discuss the issues to date and gather information and opposing documents to be forwarded to the Governor persuading him to stop the proposed construction of the weigh station.  Petitions opposing the weigh station are being circulated throughout the Township and this weekend petitions will be available for signing at Shop Rite.

She also informed that the Township received a letter from the NJDOT requesting for a public officials briefing with Township representatives to introduce the departments resident engineer who oversee the daily construction work as well as introduce the contractor that will be doing the construction.  She informed that the contracts are not signed for this project, right-of-ways have not been obtained, and she stated the she was quite surprised to receive a letter like this at this point in their process.

She stated there are two ways of looking at this, whether or not we participate one is if they are going to be doing something in our town that we should agree to me with them and the other side is she stated she doesn't know what they expect the Township is going to do.  This is a courtesy, this is not an attempt portray that we are consenting to this project.  She questioned the other members of the Township Committee their response to this request.  Attorney Jost informed that if we do not participate at all, it puts us at a disadvantage even though we obviously do not approve of this project.  He stated another  consideration is that it allows us another forum to express our opposition as well as keeping us in the loop as much as possible to what actually is going on and where they stand, which may be helpful to us regarding our opposition. Mayor Blaszka stated that his opinion is we participate in this meeting, he doesn't mean that we are for this project there may be to questions asked of us and we should be in this participation.  It doesn't mean that we are for this, however, there are other residents in this town that he hears are for the weigh station.  He stated he is not for the weigh station but as an elected official he has to look at this to determine the should be attending because there may be something that comes up, they may ask us our opinion and if we are not there they will move along regardless of our opinion.  There may be things that have already happened and he doesn't want to know that things have happened after the fact.  Attorney Jost stated that we should take every opportunity during this meeting to state that the fact that this meeting is taking place does not mean that we are for this project. Committeewoman Pasquarelli suggested that we send a letter back to them that we will agree to attend this meeting and also inform them of our opposition to this project once again.  

Sewer Subcommittee Update


Dowel Permit 

Committeewoman Pasquarelli informed that the Committee previously received a request from Dowel Associates that the Committee authorize the Mayor to sign off on the permit application, which will allow them to bore under Rt. 78.  This is a utility opening permit, because it is a sewer line in a highway right of way the municipal entity has to be the applicant.  This is why it has been forwarded to the Township for endorsement and approval.  This was in the packet last month and there was discussion regarding this, it was referred to her to review the situation and make a recommendation to the Committee.  The sewer subcommittee has reviewed the documentation and has recommended approval.  Committeewoman Pasquarelli recommended signing of the documents contingent, on receipt of a check from Dowel Associates to replenish the escrow funds relative to the pump station.

Medarex Septic Expansion – Resolution 2003-25

Committeewoman Pasquarelli informed that Medarex made a request to the sewer subcommittee for support on our agreement with their plan to expand the septic system so that they might put an addition on an existing building.  They presently have a septic system, they can not build this addition and have it serviced by the existing septic, and they have different options.  They are in a sewer treatment designated area; if there were ever a sewer treatment plant built down their way they would be required to hook up into it.  Committeewoman Pasquarelli stated what we do here with this permit does not grant approval from the Planning Board on the issue relative to the addition.  There was discussion and concerns relative to grant the approval.  Committeeman Marchetta and Mayor Blaszka stated that they would like to review and research this prior to voting on this resolution.  Committeewoman Pasquarelli recommended tabling this resolution and addresses this issue at the next budget meeting.
