2006 Municipal Budget

Chief Financial Officer Gregory Della Pia provided an updated budget worksheet for the Township Committee to review.  He indicated that we are $30,000 over the cap.  He stated that the Township has two options:  

1. Apply to the State for a cap waiver

2. Cut appropriations

CFO Della Pia reviewed the budget report outlining the budget history as to why we are over the cap limit.  The main reasons are because of increase of 33% in health insurance, Police over-time, capital expenditures and grants not being inserted into the budget.

There was discussion regarding going to Trenton to the Local Finance Board to request a cap waiver.  He informed that he would ask for 318,000 in cap waiver.

The Township Committee discussed with Engineer Finelli his 2006 budget.  The initial budget was for $189,000 it was decided to reduce his budget by cutting items 6,7,& 9 with a reduction of 84,000 bringing the total to 108,500.

The Master Plan is a deferred charge indicated by previous Ordinance in 2004.  The 80,000 appropriation will be deferred.

The Fire Department appropriation for 2006 will be $71,100

The Emergency Squad appropriation for 2006 will be $35,000
