Public Hearing and Adoption of 2001 Municipal Budget

Township Auditor Doug Williams informed the Committee that the budget has been sent down to Trenton and was technically deemed correct.  He also informed that after the public hearing of the budget a resolution must be passed to amend the budget with regards to the Police and Pension contribution. Ray Buckwalter of 300 Greens Ridge Road – commented to the Committee that he has concerns regarding that the ordinance states right now the height of the tower on municipal property can go to 225 feet and right now there is an application before the zoning board for a tower that is in a B-1 zone which would not be on municipal property that is limited to 125 feet.  He stated that it would be in out best interest to allow towers higher than that if it would reduce the number of towers with co-location. 

Bruce Williams of 339 Greens Ridge Road – commented that he has reviewed the ordinance, he feels that the Township should have a cell tower ordinance in place so that the Township has control over where the tower can go.  He stated however that the ordinance is lacking to put more onerous onto the applicant of the cell towers to prove to the township that their solution is the only solution and the best solution.  He would like to minimize the number of towers in the township.  He stated that they should co-location on multiple towers to have to the same effect.

Committeewoman Pasquarelli suggested to the Committee that revisions to this ordinance need to be done prior to adoption.  She stated that the applicant should be required to have prior consultation with the Township Engineer with respect to zones that are allowed as conditional uses.  She also suggested that we look at which towers would be permitted for conditional use. She stated that right now the ordinance as written would be permitted in any nonresidential area.  She requested Attorney Peles to review case law, which have been upheld, not sure how restrictive this ordinance at present is.  She also stated that consideration should be given to the setbacks of the towers in residential zones.  Also there is nothing in the ordinance with respect to a monopole vs. a lattice construction. She asked if there is some way that the township could require an applicant to provide at his or her own expense a expert on behalf of the township if it is permitted conditional use.  

Mayor Zelley informed the Committee that he agrees with Committeewoman Pasquarelli’s comments and that the Committee is not going to pass this ordinance tonight.  Attorney Peles was directed to further research laws regarding this ordinance.

Special Sewer Attorney Brent Carney informed the Committee that he has prepared Resolution 2001-31, for their consideration about the agreement between the Township of Greenwich and Bretti-Phil and the current owner of the property, where the proposed Greenwich Center is to be built.  This Resolution will memorialize the relationship between the Township of Greenwich and the developer concerning the sewers for the completion of the project.  It specifically restricts the gallonage that the Township now holds in reserve and makes it clear that no gallonage will be sold beyond what Greenwich Center already has, unless it is necessary depending upon DEP waivers. And it is restricted only to construction of phase II of the Greenwich Center.  It makes it very clear that it is not to be sold for any other potential uses of that property.  This will allow the Township to reserve the 10,000 gallons or whatever portion may be needed.  It also sets forth other matters such as the connection point at manhole #34, and makes it clear that would be an easement between Toll Brothers and the developer and that the Township would not be involved with that.  It also sets forth the reimbursement costs between the developer and Toll Brothers pursuant to our Township ordinance that requires a 16 2/3% reimbursement cost.  This agreement has been reviewed and negotiated between his firm and the developer.  He proposed to the Committee to adopt this resolution, which would authorize the Township of Greenwich to execute this agreement after all signatures from the developers.  Committeewoman Pasquarelli stated that she received this resolution late in the day and that she has not had an opportunity to review it and did not feel comfortable voting on this tonight.  Committeeman Esposito also stated that he along with the Mayor met with the Sewer Subcommittee on this document and the major point that he wants to make sure is in the document was that the owner of that piece was not able to use any of that sewer for any other piece of property.  He asked Attorney Carney if that language is in this agreement. Attorney Carney stated that it is in the agreement on page 4, paragraph 3 through pages 6.  Committeeman Gurneak agreed with Committeewoman Pasquarelli that he also would like additional time to review this resolution.  Mayor Zelley informed Attorney Carney that the Committee will review this resolution and it will be placed on the May 8th agenda for consideration.

Open Space Update


Nelson Lee Property Purchase

Mayor Zelley informed the Committee that he attended a County meeting with the open space committee.  There was discussion regarding the Nelson Lee property, which is a 50 acres tract of land.  The County has agreed to pay 60% of the cost and expenses of acquiring the land.  The Township would be responsible for 40% of the cost, and the Township would acquire 20 acres of land to be used for recreational purposes.  He informed that the cost of the land would be $10,000 per acres, with the Township’s expense to be $200,000.  He stated that this would be a good opportunity for the Township to partner with the County on this purchase of land.  Also, the Township would be permitted to apply to Green Acres for our share of the funding.  He requested authorization to write a letter to the County in support of this proposal.   He also informed that the County would relocate the conifer trees to be placed at the end of the property to be used as a buffer to the Wyndham Farm development.

Planning Board Update

Mayor Zelley informed the Committee that the public hearing for Greenwich Center, Phase 2 is scheduled for Tuesday.  He also informed that the Circulation plan would be discussed at the May meeting for possible action to be taken. 

Clean Community Activities

Mayor Zelley reported that Boy Scouts Pack 61 cleaned up the litter along Greenwich Street on Saturday.  He informed that the money that the Township receives through this grant made a donation to the pack.  He also informed that additional troops would be doing work in the near future throughout the Township under this grant.

COAH Update

Mayor Zelley informed the Committee that 61 COAH units have been sold to date, and that there are only 9 units remaining in this project.

Pollution Control Financing Authority Update

Mayor Zelley informed the Committee that he would be attending the County Freeholder meeting in May to discuss with them the debt service of 1.5 million dollars and how this will be paid.  The idea is to change the slope of the landfill from a 4-1 slope to a 3-1 slope, therefore, having much greater volume of garbage to be placed in there.  The bond would be paid off in six years.  In six years when the debt is paid off, all money would be used for operations, which would guarantee a very cheap reasonable place for the citizens of Warren County to dispose of their garbage, as opposed if it closed in six years we would be sending our garbage elsewhere at a very costly expense.

Mayor Zelley informed the Committee that he along with Committeeman Gurneak met with three State Troopers at the existing weigh station recently.  He had received complaints about the illegal truck parking at the weigh station parking there at night, leaving the motors running.  The Troopers informed that they are going to reassemble the gates that have been torn down, and put up signage indicating that parking is prohibited at this site.  

Mayor Zelley also informed that the Troopers informed him of a rumor that the State is having funding problems and there is a possibility that they might not do the north side of the westbound lane, which was not mandated by the Federal mandate.  He tried to call the State regarding this and received no comment.  He requested a meeting with the Assistant Commissioner and he invited Committeeman Esposito to attend this meeting.  He informed that presently they are doing the geotechnical studies and environmental studies.  He will provide monthly updates to the Committee on the status of this project.

Mayor Zelley informed that he went with Debbie Scarborough and attended the public hearing regarding the Martins Creek Expansion project. The issue is not the expansion, but the existing facility that was built in 1954.  The permit does not have the condition where they have to retrofit the existing facility to meet the standards of today for pollution control.  He went there in support asking that the condition of the permit should be as such that they would have to go back and retrofit the existing facility.  They are releasing 20,000 tons a year of sulfur pollution that goes over Warren County.

Deputy Mayor Gurneak

Merrill Creek Sirens

Committeeman Gurneak reported to the Committee that he attended a meeting with Franklin Township officials on March 22nd regarding the sirens.  They also agreed that we should have both the sirens and phone systems in place.   Harmony Township agreed to pick up part of the tab for the sirens, due to the fact that they receive ratables from Merrill Creek.  He informed that Senator Schluter sent a letter of support regarding the sirens to the Attorney General’s Office, also Attorney Peles wrote a letter to the Attorney General.  Dr. Brennan provided an emergency evacuation plan for the school to review and also Engineer Finelli update the map indicating the flood inundation for the Township.  Attorney Peles informed that he sent a letter to the Attorney General’s Office also requesting that the sirens remain along with the new telephone system. He informed that he received a letter back from the Attorney General’s Office informing they are not going to provide us with an advisory opinion, and they also said that their Office of Emergency Management did as much as it could do in leading the parties to a mutually acceptable cross benefit tradeoff both in economic and public safety concerns.  They also informed that they do not have the authority to require any warning system at all.  Attorney Peles stated that the Attorney General’s Office is no help at all regarding this situation.  Committeeman Gurneak asked the residents if they would be interested in attending a meeting with Mr. Burd from Merrill Creek Reservoir in June/July.  He stated that he would try to set up a meeting to be held at either the municipal building or the school.  He will inform the resident through the website/newsletter of the meeting date.

Sign /Truck Traffic on Route 639

Committeeman Gurneak reported the status of the truck traffic on Route 639.  He informed that a weight limit sign has been installed down by the old Pohatcong School, indicated of the weight limit on Route 639.  He stated that the truck traffic is to travel on Route 519.  He also indicated that the Police Department is watching out for trucks traveling on Route 639.

Memorial Day parade is scheduled for Monday, May 28th.  Lineup is at 9:30 AM; Parade starts at 10:00 AM.  Mayor Zelley stated that he would like to continue to sponsor a bike-decorating contest for the parade.

School Board Update

Committeeman Esposito reported that himself and the Mayor met with the operations committee of the School Board recently, and had discussions regarding the new school with the completion date, spoke with them regarding safety issues, there was discussion regarding having crossing guards on Wyndham Farm Blvd, discussion regarding Recreation fields, with the plan having four fields in the back of the school.  

COAH Attorney Update

Committeeman Esposito reported the recently the Township Committee hired a special COAH Attorney to review the COAH agreement of 12 years ago, do not have anything to report as yet, waiting for the Attorney’s reply. 

Rockwell Update

Committeeman Esposito reported the M. Rieder would be having a meeting with Dominick and Mayor Zelley on Monday to discuss the rock wall and solutions.  He also informed that they would discuss with him the paving of the roads.

Insurance Coverage Update

Committeeman Esposito reported that he has contacted several insurance agents to review the Township’s insurance policies.  He stated his goal in doing this is not to cut out any type of coverage, but to decrease the cost of the premiums.  He will report back to the Committee of their findings.
