Jim Adams – concerned once weigh station is completed that trucks will bypass using Rt. 173.  Chief Guzzo informed that he was told that portable weigh scales are going to be used along Rt. 173 by the State Police.  Mr. Adams asked to the status of the Old School and what is the Committee going to do with it.  Asked if this building could be sold.  Stated he is concerned regarding Commerce Bank and would like to see additional high technology installed.  He will be forwarding to the Township Attorney his comments for review and to have incorporated into the Developer’s Agreement.

Joe Schiller questioned what is the total budget.  CFO responded 3,458,000.

· North Main Street / Sidewalk Extension

The grant application will be made to the NJDOT for this project.  Regarding the Stryker’s Road grant, money was allocated from the State to Greenwich, the State is proposing that Greenwich transfer the $470,000 grant money to Warren County to take over and complete this project and fix the bridge.  This will save the township money on engineering costs.  Warren County will handle bids, inspections, everything associated with the construction of this project.

· Crossing Guard 



Main Street / Greenwich Street

Mayor Kanyuck informed that an additional crossing guard would be needed for the school year at Main Street/Greenwich Street in the center of town.  Advertisements for this position will be in the newspaper.

Tom Flannigan of Volunteers Financial Services

The Township Committee discussed with Tom Flannigan options for financing the firehouse.  Mr. Flannigan informed that there are several options that the township could consider regarding this project.  He stated that they could build this project with the township leasing the building.  The Fire Company could also be financed to construct this project.  There was discussion regarding the legality of funding this project in that manner.  Also there was discussion with the CFO regarding the Fire Company obtaining a mortgage for the firehouse and how the township could pay for this mortgage.  He stated that he would have to check with other townships that have dealt with Mr. Flannigan and find out how they did the funding for their projects.  He stated that he is concerned about going over the cap limit and by funding the mortgage payment; the township would surely go over the limit.  He stated that he would contact a representative at the Local Finance Board in Trenton regarding how this would affect the budget.  The Township Committee authorized the CFO to investigate funding options for the firehouse and to contact the State regarding the impact to the municipal budget.  (Attached to the minutes are financing proposals submitted by Mr. Flannigan.)
