He informed that the State previously was responsible for code enforcement for Greenwich from 1980 – 1995.  Pat Doddy was the previous inspector and will once again be assigned as the inspection for Greenwich Township.  He lives locally and is familiar with the community.  He stated that there will be no changes to the residents in obtaining a permit, the State has the same process.  He informed that he would like to begin as soon as possible.  Once he receives approval from the Director, they will take over.

Mayor Blaszka

Kyle from Morris Land Conservancy addressed the Committee regarding Open Space.
