· Sewer Subcommittee Update

Committeewoman Pasquarelli informed that the Township Committee recently conducted a special meeting to discuss sewer related issues.  She informed that a Sewer Subcommittee meeting is scheduled for next week.

TOWNSHIP ENGINEER

1. Stryker’s Road Update

Engineer Finelli informed that his office has submitted an application to the NJDOT for additional funding in conjunction with the most recent realignment plan, which extends Stryker’s Road through the Superior Quartz property to a new intersection location along Route 519.  He informed that at some point the Township Committee will need to communicate with the affected property owners (Louis Hadju and Dennis Losco of Superior Quartz) in an effort to quantify the potential costs to the Township to secure the necessary ROW associated with the “new” realignment.

2. Future Dedications

· Greenwich Chase, Phase 7

Engineer Finelli informed that this is the remaining phase within Greenwich Chase yet to be dedicated.  Toll Brothers has not contacted his office recently regarding any outstanding issues, which may exist relative to the Township’s acceptance of this phase of the development.  

· Wyndham Farm

· North Side (Sections 2B, 4 & 5)

The majority of the previous outstanding punch list items have been addressed by M. Rieder.  He informed that there are a few remaining issues, most importantly, the resolution of the sanitary sewer I & I problem.  Until this is resolved, these sections will not be in a position for dedication.  He informed that Joe Pryor, P.E., the Township’s Sewer Consultant, is presently reviewing this matter and will advise the Township accordingly.

· South Side (Sections 1, 2A & 3)

The majority of the previous outstanding punch list items have been addressed by M. Rieder.  He informed that there are a few remaining issues, most importantly, the resolution of the sanitary sewer I & I problem.  Until this is resolved, these sections will not be in a position for dedication.  He informed that Joe Pryor, P.E., the Township’s Sewer Consultant, is presently reviewing this matter and will advise the Township accordingly.  In addition these sections of the development will not be dedicated until the “rock wall” issue is ultimately resolved.

3. Greenfields @ Greenwich, Section III

· Update on Status of Pending Bond Default 

Attorney Jost will need to advise the Township on the status of the Township’s pursuit towards defaulting on the developer’s performance bond for this development.

4. Greenwich Station (Home Depot/Shop Rite)

A meeting was held on June 19, 2003 where Committeeman Marchetta, Attorney Jost, Zoning Officer Dave Barretto, Engineer Finelli, George Baldwin, Ken Lucas from Toll Brothers and representative from Home Depot and Shop Rite discussed numerous issues associated with the Greenwich Station property.  Committeeman Marchetta issued a follow up summary report of the meeting and distributed to the Township Committee.  Committeeman Marchetta will advise further on this matter.

He informed that his office prepared a plan and forwarded same to Home Depot, which was intended to depict the allowable outdoor storage areas as per the original site plan approval granted by the Planning Board.

5. Greenwich Center

· Phase I Blasting Impacts Analysis

Engineer Finelli informed the Committee that he has received today the report from Maser.  He has not had the opportunity to review the contents of the report.  He will address this issue at the July Township meeting.

6. Future Township Maintenance Responsibilities

Engineer Finelli’s office has developed a color-coded plan outlining the Township’s future maintenance responsibilities towards open space, capital improvements and roadways.  This map was forwarded to the Committee, dated July 11, 2003.

7. Greenwich Street/Wyndham Farm Boulevard Pedestrian Crossing

Engineer Finelli informed as of this date, that they have not received approval from the NJDOT.  Prior to potentially moving forward with the project, the Township will need to secure NJDOT approval.

8.
       Greenwich Street Bike Path Update

Engineer Finelli informed that his office has completed the construction plans for this project.  They were forwarded to the County for review on June 23, 2003.  Upon receipt of comments from the County and the incorporation of any requested revision, the project will be in a position to go out to bid.  Mayor Blaszka has been coordinating with the one (1) affected property owner, Mr. and Mrs. Ball, whose property backs up to Greenwich Street and where an easement will be required from them to construct a small section of the bike path.  

9.        South Main Street Sidewalk Extension Project (2003 NJDOT Grant)

Engineer Finelli informed that his office has been expeditiously proceeding with the development of the NJDEP stream encroachment permit previously authorized by the Committee and required in conjunction with the future pedestrian crossing of the Merrill Creek.  He informed that he hopes to be in a position to submit the application to the NJDEP within the next 2-3 weeks, which keeps the projected timeline for this project ahead of schedule.

10.       2004 NJDOT Transportation Trust Fund Grant Applications

· Stryker’s Road Realignment: Supplemental Funding

· Dumont Road Sidewalk Connection

Engineer Finelli informed that he submitted this year’s NJDOT Trust Fund applications to the NJDOT on June 27, 2003.  The two (2) applications submitted on behalf of the Township were:

Additional funding of the Stryker’s Road Realignment project in the amount of $175,000.00

The Dumont Road Sidewalk Connection and Extension project in the amount of $65,000.00.

If the Township is successful in securing an award on one or both of our applications, notification will be made in or around November 2003.

11.        Phillipsburg Regional Wastewater Management Plan (WMP) 

Previously, Engineer Finelli was authorized to develop the sanitary sewer flow build-out analysis required by the NJDEP in conjunction with this project.  As of this date, the analysis has not been finalized, but is approximately 90% complete.  He informed that he has been requested to attend a meeting at the NJDEP office in Trenton on July 16, 2003.  He informed that the analysis report will be completed prior to July 16, 2003 meeting at which time he will supply a copy of same to the Township Committee.

12.        Pending New Jersey State Storm water Management Regulations Update

Engineer Finelli informed that he has attended two (2) separate seminars regarding these regulations.  He informed that the regulations are presently moving forward towards adoption.  He will inform the Committee, as these regulations get closer to becoming legislation.

       Township DPW Truck Specification

Engineer Finelli informed that the Township received one (1) bid from Opdyke’s Sales & Service in the amount of $92,989.

14.        Township Sanitary Sewer System Mapping 

Engineer Finelli informed that currently, he is in the process of incorporating the minor changes as requested by Joe Pryor.  Upon completion of the maps, he will then forward to Joe Pryor for any final comments.  Subsequent to any additional plan revisions as a result of Joe Pryor’s second review, he will then be in a position to produce the final set of maps, which will be reproduced and distributed to all involved parties.

15.        New Township Fire House

Engineer Finelli informed that he attended a special meeting of the Township Committee on June 30, 2003, which dealt at length with the future construction of a new firehouse on Township property (Block 16, Lot 4) located on North Main Street.  Project Architect Tom Kocubinski gave a presentation to the Township Committee and the public regarding his feasibility design study, which was recently completed.  He informed that the Township must soon make certain decisions relative to the construction of a new firehouse on this property.  He informed that the issues presently confronting the Township are as follows:

First and foremost, the Township must determine their intent towards the construction of a new firehouse.  If the Township decides to move forward towards the construction of a new fire house on this property, a final building design and footprint will need to be developed by Tom Kocubinski in order for his office to assess the potential impacts (i.e. stream encroachment permit, possible wetlands permits, etc.) on the ultimate development of this property.

A decision must be made whether or not the Township would like to accept fill for this property as previously offered by RCC in conjunction with the I-78 Weigh Station Project.  If the Township decides to accept material, at a minimum, a permit from the Warren County Soil Conservation District will be required prior to the placement of any material on this site.  Beyond the requirement of obtaining a WCSCD permit is the issue of placing the fill at the site in a somewhat arbitrary location or to place the fill in a specific location in a controlled fashion.  In his opinion, at this particular time, there are too many variables associated with this project for the Township to proceed in placing the fill in a controlled fashion.

16.        Route 22 NJDOT Resurfacing Project

Previously, Engineer Finelli provided to the Committee a highlighted map and NJDOT correspondence.  The NJDOT is requesting that the Township grant a noise ordinance waiver to allow the milling and resurfacing operations to be conducted at night.
