PUBLIC COMMENT ON ORDINANCE 2001-05

Ann Stone of 532 North Main Street -  Asked the Township Engineer Mike Finelli to update her regarding this piece of property.  Mr. Finelli stated that the property if Block 16, Lot 4 owned by the estate of Elizabeth Rinehart.  It is approximately 7 acres.  His office conducted a feasibility study and they researched the existing flood plain records, wetland records and produced a number of concept plans showing the potential construction of a municipal building and firehouse.  We also conducted soil tests on the property to confirm that a septic system could be designed and constructed to facilitate the two buildings.  The tests were conducted on May 24th, on May 31st he wrote the Committee a letter summarizing the results of the study and indicating in his opinion the project was feasible to construct the facilities at least at the sizes that he was provided with on that property there were no constraints.  Ms. Stone stated that she is concerned regarding how low the property sits down and she questioned as to how much soil would be needed to bring the property to grade.  Mr. Finelli stated that there is no reason to bring the entire piece of property level with the road, the only area that would have to be brought level with the road would be the driveway area.  Ms. Stone asked the Committee why did they consider this piece of property for municipal building instead of using the Old School.  Mayor Zelley stated that the primary reason for the purchase of this land is to build a firehouse, he stated that the renovation of the Old School would cost approximately 2 million dollars.  He stated that previously the Committee submitted an application for the Small Cities Grant, which was denied.  Presently Committeeman Esposito has contacted a firm regarding the possibility of hiring them to write the grant application for the Township.  He stated that the maximum amount of money that could be received from the grant would be $400,000.  We could also be considered in the bonus program if the township would put up money say $500,000 additional.  He stated that he additionally has spoken with representatives from the Historic Preservation about possibly getting a grant through them.  Ms. Stone talked with the Committee regarding forming a committee to work with Dominic on obtaining grants for the renovation of the old school.  She also requested again to be placed on this Committee.  Mayor Zelley stated that she would be placed on the Committee at the next months meeting.  

As there were no further questions regarding Ordinance 2001-05, Committeewoman Pasquarelli made a motion, seconded by Committeeman Fleming to close the public comment period regarding Ordinance 2001-05.

NJDOT Route 22/519 Improvements – Engineer Finelli informed that he attended a meeting in mid-May along with representatives from the County, and Pohatcong Township.  They have comprised a joint letter which they sent to the State DOT with suggestions and comments regarding this project.  He stated that his office has also submitted a letter to the State DOT which is more Greenwich specific comments.

Building Department Trailer – Engineer Finelli stated that this is for the new trailer which will house the Building Department and to be located in the parking lot at the Old School.  At the scheduled bid opening for June 12th there was two bids received with the low bid from Nadler Offices Inc. in the amount of $24,900.  He has reviewed the bid packages and spoke with the CFO and Township Attorney regarding the bid bond and they are satisfactory.  He recommended that the Committee award the contract to Nadler Office Inc. in the amount of $24,900 for the trailer.

Greenwich Hills, Phase I – Engineer Finelli informed that this is a follow up from last meeting.  He stated that the Committee authorized him to inspect property prior to the maintenance bond expiring.  He informed that he found some deficiencies and contact the developer.  The developer came back, and to his credit replaces 6-8 trees,  replaces some inlets, did some grading all to his satisfaction.

Township DPW Truck – Engineer Finelli informed that the bid will be out to bid next week.  He stated that we could schedule a special meeting before the August meeting to award the truck or wait until the August meeting.  Committeeman Fleming directed that this can be addressed at the August meeting.

NJ Tree Planting Grant  - Engineer Finelli informed that the close out information for the grant has been submitted and we should be receiving $2,700 from this grant.  He stated that next year if the Township would want to apply for the grant there would be funding available.  Committeewoman Pasquarelli stated that she would like to put this on the agenda for 2002 for possible funding for planting improvements along Wyndham Farm Open Space land

Warren County Trust Fund Grant – Engineer Finelli informed that this is a grant that was put together and recently submitted for the partial funding of the D’Angelo property.  This grant will supplement municipal funds and green acres funds.  He informed that part of the grant application requirements is to conduct a public hearing on this grant.  He stated that the Committee will have to conduct a special meeting for this hearing.  He informed that the notice must be published ten days prior to the hearing.  Mayor Zelley directed the Clerk to coordinate with the Committee members a date that they could attend.

Woodside Hollow / Block 3, Lot 1.04 – Engineer Finelli informed that the developer refuses to complete the work required.  He informed that the Township has $1,400 in a developer’s escrow.  He suggested that the DPW go out to the site and see what they can do to remedy this situation.  He stated that there is a broken sidewalk, driveway apron that needs to be installed and replacement of a dead tree.  Committeeman Fleming will coordinate with Mr. Finelli and the DPW regarding the improvements that are outstanding.

Traffic Signal Maintenance Agreement – Engineer Finelli informed that he received a letter from TRC Raymond Keyes dated June 12th regarding the traffic signal that will be installed at the entrance driveway along Greenwich Street.  The Fire Company along with the Emergency Squad has asked that a signal pre-emption device is installed on this light.

The developer has agreed to do this at their expense.  The State is requiring that the Township enter into a maintenance agreement because this is a special type of signal.

Township Use of Excessive Topsoil – Engineer Finelli informed that the Township has been offered from the developer as much topsoil that we would want.  He recommended that we first take the topsoil to the end of Wyndham Farm Blvd to fix the area.  He suggested that the Committee think of some areas for the topsoil.  Committeeman Esposito asked Finelli to inform the Committee regarding the blasting situation.   Finelli informed that the blasting company will be going forward and prepping the site.  The blaster will be required to have appropriate licenses and insurance.  They also will be taking pictures of homes in the area pre and post blasting.  He informed that horns will be blasted prior to blasting.

Crosswalk at Greenwich Street – Engineer Finelli informed the Committee that he recently spoke with Barth Johnson from the County.  He informed that the County will be sending out a letter of their agreement to install the crosswalk at Greenwich Street and Wyndham Farm Blvd, at their expense. Internal crosswalks are the Township’s responsibly at our expense and they are also investigating and will be sending to the State a request to reduce speed limits on Greenwich Street. 

Failing Septic System – Engineer Finelli informed that he received a letter last month from Engineer firm Cherry Webber requesting for the Township to consider an amendment to the Wastewater Management Plan.  He stated that the septic system at the NAPA mini mall  is failing.  They want to hook into the sewer system.  The cost for all expenses will be paid by NAPA.  The Warren County Health Department has been citing them on a daily basis because of the failed system.  He stated that at the Sewer Subcommittee meeting everyone that was in attendance including Mayor Zelley and Committeeman Esposito recommended to amend the plan.

Greg Blaska of 1709 Washington Valley Drive  - Thanked Mayor Zelley for his statement made at the beginning of the meeting.  He stated that he would like to request the re-establishment of the Open Space Committee that was agreed upon prior to the election, he also requested that the Committee form a Special Projects Committee in conjunction with the Historical Society to explore the viability of renovating the old school for historical preservation and also for a senior center.  He stated that he spoke with Chuck Purcell recently from the squad and was informed that their equipment needs and significant repairs that need to be addressed.  He stated that services should never be compromised by the lack of equipment.  He also discussed the rumors that himself and other town officials were in favor of disbanding the volunteer rescue squad and fire department, and instead want to form a paid EMT and fire dept.  He stated for the record that this is not true.

Ron Smith of 115 Revere Road – Informed the Committee that there is a parking problem on Revere Road.  He stated that there is two parking spaces allotted per household and there is no spaces to park on the street.  

Greg Kolich of 208 Curtiss Court – Informed the Committee that he has an issue with the developer regarding the grading of his property.  His back property doesn’t match the final grading plan.  After discussion with the Committee, Engineer Finelli will look into this situation.

Lee Mitguard of 726 Warren Glen Road – Stated that she had concerns regarding the truck traffic on Rt. 639.  Requested clarification as to where the signs were placed on Rt. 639 informing of weight limit on Rt. 173.  Asked if local delivery signs could also be put up.

Jim Adams of 210 Aldin Road – Stated as a member of the Planning Board he was upset to realize the the permit process has already begun for the Weigh Station.  He stated that he felt that the Township could have done more to maybe stop the permit process.  He informed that he has prepared a petition stating that they are against the location of the station.  He informed that he is looking for volunteers to help circulate this petition to send to Trenton.

Vincent Russo of 103 Revere Road – Stated that he also is concerned regarding the parking situation of his road.  Mayor Zelley and Committeeman Esposito will meet with the residents to discuss this situation. 

Robert Stone of 523 North Main Street – Asked the Committee about the land that was offered to the Township for free.  Committeeman Fleming informed that this was offered if the Township would agree to his project, which is against the Master Plan.
