Sewer Update

Sewer Attorney Brent Carney  discussed with the Committee the request from Pohatcong to enter into a cross connection agreement with Greenwich Township relative to the Phillipsburg Inn and Perkins, which are being provided sewer service through Pohatcong.  Pohatcong Township is requesting that Greenwich Township transfer to Pohatcong Township 10,300 gallons per day of sewer allocation.  The Committee authorized Attorney Carney to respond back to Pohatcong Attorney Kevin Benbrook that this has been serviced by Pohatcong Township for decades and this was part of the allocation given to Pohatcong Township from Phillipsburg.

Phillipsburg/Easton Honda – Attorney Carney informed that they are requesting 2,350 gallons per day sewer capacity.  They are requesting to utilize the buy back Ordinance to obtain this needed capacity.  Attorney Carney informed that he has responded back to their attorney informing pursuant to the sewer utility rules and regulations we need the proposed sewer details, map and sewer calculations.  He also informed that an escrow fee needs to be posted.
