Audit procedures

He stated that the issue that just happened, that appropriately confirmations that are not part of the audit process, we need to start looking at systems and procedures on auditing these type of items. Now that the town is growing we need to start taking the necessary steps to put these systems in place and asking our auditing firm to check it out.  Mr. Della Pia informed that the auditor usually comes in after September and he will sit down and go over these concerns with him.

Environmental Commission

Committeeman Blaszka wanted to discuss the detention basins, but he decided to pass on this because he would like to incorporate them into the water quality.  The Environmental Commission has been reviewing detention systems.  Our ordinances are based on basis detention systems it is minimal standards.  Since we are going to be reviewing the quality of the water that is going into our basins, we must address the detention systems and putting better systems in.  The Planning Board had required on the shopping center a better system is put in than what we normally required and the developer agree to install it.  If this is not specifically put into an ordinance and it is not required, then the developer doesn’t have to comply with putting in a better system.

ERI Grant Application

This grant is for the Environmental Resource Inventory.  Our Environmental Commission received a grant for $1,000.  Engineer Finelli will be working with the Commission on putting together a listing of our resources from farmland, water tables, rivers, streams, etc.  This is a tool that will help the Planning Board make decision on granting projects as well as for the Environmental Commission when we get notices from the Board of Adjustment and Planning Board requesting our comments.  The Township Committee needs to authorize the Mayor to sign the grant application.

Request for referendum on property tax increase

Mr. Karatzas informed the Committee of his concerns regarding the increase in property taxes and the high assessments.  He recently bought a house and the reassessment came through on the house before closing.  He filed an appeal with the Assessor and went to the Warren County Tax Board.  He lost the appeal at the County and has since filed an appeal with the State.  He stated that the bank appraisal is lower than the assessment.  He stated that he is paying taxes on a house that is assessed for more than he can sell it for.  He stated that recently the residents turned down the school budget.  He is displeased that the school taxes are still considerably high.  He stated that the people in this town clearly made their statement in turning down the school budget of a high increase.  He would like to have a referendum - a re-vote to vote on their actual increase of the school budget. 

Mayor Pasquarelli informed that nothing regarding the taxes for the year 2002 can be done right now because the taxes have been certified with the State.  Committeeman Blaszka stated that the Township Committee had numerous meetings preparing the municipal budget and during this process there was no attendance from residents.  The same applies during the school budget preparation.  He stated that the residents have to participate in this town and work together.  

Mayor Pasquarelli gave presentation on tax bills.

She presented the official certification of the tax rate.  The municipality collects the money from the tax bill, however 6.5% is for the municipal taxes, an additional 1.5% represents the local open space tax which is a flat tax approved by the voters in 1997. The County taxes represents approximately 1/3 of the tax bill which is the County general appropriation, library tax and County open space tax.  She stated that 61.1% is School Taxes that goes to the local school district.  The total general appropriations from 2001 to 2002 the municipal budget is 2.7 million.  The total increase in spending was $140,000, an increase of less than 6%.  The total tax levy is $671,000 increase of the prior year of $220,000, which is roughly 48%.  The tax rate increase is masked by the impact value reassessments in 2001.  She stated that this year we had a reassessment and an increase in the school tax levy.  State Aid, Revenues, Interest on Investments, Surplus is applied to the 2.7 million budget. Liability insurance, Workman’s Compensation, Payroll, Municipal Services, overhead expenses are large areas of spending. The Township recently took over an additional 9 miles of road from developments that have been turned over to the township.  Fire Hydrants are also a large expense for the Township at $85,000 per year to maintain fire hydrants.  We lost annual revenues, there was a grant program from the Federal government that basically paid the salary of a police officer, court fines went down $20,000, interest on investments was also a loss of revenue, building permit fees reduced, no increase in State Aid.  The County ordered the township to do a reassessment of the township; this is done every 10 years.  Our township has not done a reassessment in over 10 years.  The purpose of a reassessment is tax fairness, to ensure that each property owner pays their fair share of taxes of all levels by estimating 100% of market value assessment of each property.  The Township does not interfere with the reassessments of property; they are regulated by the State.

Judith Snyder of 109 Washington Street – Informed the Committee that she moved here in 1984, was active in the local community.  Concerned about the 2002 tax bill for her residence.  She stated that her taxes previously were $1500 on a $310,000 assessment.  Presently her taxes went up an additional $1331 on a raised assessment of $186,000.  Stated that they are worried that they are not going to be able to afford to reside in their home and meet the tax bill every quarter. 

Steve Jankowski of 418 Greens Ridge Road – Informed that the school budget was turned down, can’t understand how it still was increased.  Mayor Pasquarelli informed that they met with the School Board and reviewed their budget.  They worked with them on decreasing the budget.  There are line items that are State mandated.  The School Board agreed to decrease the budget to where it was decreased; however any additional cuts they would not allow.  The Township Committee agreed to certify the budget with the 1.1 million decreases.  If the Committee did not certify the budget, then the budget would have been sent down to the State for them to certify and it would not have been reduced to the level that it was

Bob ______ of  105 Beaufort Road – Informed that the School Board has a limit that they can increase, unless they add extra square footage on their buildings.  There is a cap waiver, the residents voted no and we expected the Committee to say no to any less than 3%.  He said at the school and town meetings we all said no. His taxes went up $2,500 and he stated that he is paying taxes and doesn’t receive any municipal services for his development.  He said that the Committee should have let the State decide on the school budget.

Eugene _______ of 903 Adrienne Avenue – Stated he doesn’t understand the math of the presentation, if the township exercised fiscally responsible, how can you equate the increase.

 Jim Turek of Kinney Circle  - Questioned the resolution for courtesy bussing.  Mayor Pasquarelli informed him of the contract between the Township and the Board of Education.  Also asked if there was a grace period since the tax bills were sent out late.  The Mayor informed that there was a grace period and to contact the tax collector. 

Bill Savino of 1903 Lincoln Drive – Sympathized that some people have high assessments.  He gave the committee an evaluation of his taxes for the past four years.
