Dumont Road Circulation Planning Issues

Frank Marchetta of 102 Dillon Drive – Concerned about Phillipsburg expanding their sewer treatment plant.  He stated that this would impact the township in fighting suburban sprawl.  He stated that the article in the newspaper indicates that the Mayor of Phillipsburg is making assumptions on behalf of the surrounding townships.  He would like the Township Committee to write a joint letter to the Mayor of Phillipsburg to let him know that Greenwich is not requesting more sewer capacity at this time and that it would have a negative impact on suburban sprawl and our ability to fight over-development.

Lisa Brady of 404 Greens Ridge Road – She stated that she is here tonight on behalf of the Greenwich Township playground.  She stated in February of 2002 the Township was awarded a grant for the playground.  She contacted Patricia Swartz of NJ Community Affairs regarding this grant.  She stated that the Township is in jeopardy of losing the grant money.  Mayor Pasquarelli stated that the grant is not in jeopardy, there has been delays in completing the project, largely because some of the original equipment cost estimates had to be revised, requiring approval by the State.  She informed that they had to have the accounting in place per State regulations.  There were changes made to the layout of the plan.  She informed that Engineer Finelli’s office has stayed on top of this project.  

Ray Tannella of 205 Austin Circle – Informed the Committee that his neighbors have having major problem with Toll Brothers.  He informed that there is a drainage problem, they are getting water into their basements.  Engineer Finelli informed that Toll is aware of the problem.  He stated that they are going to have to come up with a design scheme to remediate this problem.  Engineer Finelli informed that he would stay on top of this and make sure that the problems are taken care of.

Chuck Purcell of 227 Arbor Drive – Thanked the Committee for working on the ambulance project.  He stated that if this rig is not in line by December we could endanger the resident’s lives. Asked what is the delay in the paperwork.  Attorney Jost responded that two bonds were submitted by Lifeline, one is a contract bond and the other is a payment bond.  The bonds are required to be signed by contractor and the Surety Company.  He informed that the contractor failed to sign the second payment bond.  The clerk will return the bond for signatures by the contractor.  Chuck informed that the contractor put them back in schedule because they did not have the contract.  Engineer Finelli stated that the fact that the company has seen the contract received a letter of award this should have been sufficient enough for them to start with the scheduling of the production of this vehicle.

Andy Sona of 709 Fanning Mill Road – Informed that he is also concerned about the article in the newspaper about the expansion of the sewer treatment plant.  He stated that he is in agreement with Frank Marchetta regarding this expansion in that it would impact our fight regarding suburban sprawl.

Kathy Cullen of 103 Parker Road – Thanked the Committee for helping out with the drainage issue on her property.  She discussed with Engineer Finelli the outstanding issues regarding the drainage problems in her development.

EXECUTIVE SESSION RESOLUTION
