Engineer Finelli informed that he would coordinate with the Department of Public Works Foreman John Howell the installation of the signs and the guardrail on Stryker’s Road.

Engineer Finelli informed that County Engineer Dave Hicks has informed him that they have solicited proposals from their consultants to design a four-way signal for Dumont Road intersection.  He informed that the design will also include a three-way signal.  Hicks informed that the money has been funded and hopes to go to construction next spring.  The light initially will begin as a three-way signal.  Mayor Pasquarelli thanked Freeholders DiMaio and Doherty for their support in this project. 

· Stryker’s Road Update

Engineer Finelli informed that the County would still like to receive a letter regarding theTownship’s position on the Stryker’s road project.  He has since the last meeting satdown with Committeeman Blaszka informing of the project history.  CommitteemanBlaszka stated when the Township Committee reviewed this project several years ago there was certain initiatives through the County and the State that were not concrete.  He stated that being involved with the County Wide Strategic Plan for the past several months they have sat down with a group of individuals and traveled this area and discussed this particular section.  The question arises as to what is the best scenario for the Township.  He stated that originally, the County was just going to realign Stryker’s road, but have now added an option of a by-pass road. They have included the option of a by-pass road going to the Phillipsburg Mall.  He stated that the question may be that we still go forward with what we have, there may be an interim where we have more traffic on this section of Dumont Road, but once the alignment and the by-pass are completed then the traffic could possibly be reduced.  He stated that prior to him making a decision he needs to know the impact of all the scenarios of the different options of realignment. Mayor Pasquarelli stated Dumont Road from what she has been told by members of the planning board was situated where it is because the County indicated that the long range plan was to realign Stryker’s road at that location.  Things have changed since 1998 with the NJDOT suddenly coming forward with part of their Route 22/519 proposal, which would incorporate other changes with the by-pass.  This has certainly changed the facts regarding this project.  Engineer Finelli suggested to the Committee to conduct a traffic study, which would assist the Committee, as to what direction they could base a decision.  He suggested authorizing Walt Lubanecki to conduct this study.

Recently there was a newspaper article regarding the County Wide Strategic Growth Plan and Greenwich was identified in the article.  She stated that the meeting was a positive one, they are working on identifying goals as to what the plan should consist of.  They also are working on providing direction as to how municipalities should be working together.  The next meeting is being held tonight at the Pequest Fish Hatchery.  Committeeman Blaszka stated that there is also going to be time for the general public to attend these meetings.  They want input from the residents as to how the residents of the county want to see how the County grows.

They way the funding cycle runs with these grant applications is that this particular grant expires in February, clearly we are not going to build the project in the dead of winter.  This is a formality that is necessary to ensure that the funding is going to be renewed.
