   THE FOLLOWING APPLIES TO CBL PLAYERS ONLY 
 

Á All CBL levels are based on age as of 9/1/08 (Cannot turn 16 prior to 9/1/0 8) 

Á FEE:  $70 

Á Official Practices begin the first week of November 

Á 12 Game season with games beginning in December and running into March (Playoffs follow in March) 

Á PLAYERS ON SCHOOL TEAMS:  Any player who is trying out for a school team should note that on their 

registration form. The CBL does not allow a player to play in more than one organized league during the 

CBL season.  If you make and accept the position on another team, you will be removed from Greenwichõs 

CBL roster.  Due to the potential impact on CBL rosters, no refunds will be granted. 
 

EVALUATIONS: 

Á All evaluations will be held at the Stewartsville School Gym between 6:30 and 9:00 pm. 

Á Players 4th grade and higher, playing for the first time must be present for evaluations as scheduled below. 

Á All returning players entering 5th and 7th grades will be evaluated based on number of players signed up.  
Á The schedule for evaluations will be as follows: 
             October 3rd:  4th grade boys 6:30-7:30, 5th grade boys 7:30ð8:30 (4th & 5 th Grade girls TBD)    

 October 4th: 7th grade boys and girls 6:30-7:30, 6th and 8th Grade first time players 7:30ð8:30
